These remarks may appear desultory — but
they lead to some practical conclusions. These
conclusions are three :

1. The chief end of man does not consist in
the acquisition of Iknowledg “ All the anti-
Christian theories of life are reducible to two:—
individual happiness ard the perfection of our
race. The first announces the chief ¢nd of man
to be the promotion of his own bappiness and
the acquisition of knowledge. But ot which of
these pursuits and attainments are not death and
its antecedents fatally obstructive? By the un-
changeable laws of our being youth and man-
hood must be spent in acquisition. The suc-
ceeding period is usually oppressed with infirmi-
ties which impair the powers of enjoyment and
render comparatively worthless resources accu-
mulated with so much anxious toil ; whilst the
great destroyer soon arrives to disvel the poor
illusions which the wisdom of the world bas pro-
nounced the “ great end ” of our being.

“ Why, then, is life so sbort—why do the
old die? Why are the young cut down in the
midst of their preparation for lite? Why are
infancy and childhood blighted in the very dawn
of their being ? The wisdom of the world has
no reply. This tremendous question has baffled
ull ages: let us turn with our enquiries to the
Gospel of Jesus ; other theories of life are silent
and confounded. We ask, What is the chief
end of man ? - Why does be live ? and why does

he die? And we have the reply in the language

of an old Catechism— to glorify God and enjoy
him forever.” What is the true theory of life,
with all its sufferings, trials and catastrophes ?
It is & state of probation; it is the first stage of
endless being — the aniechamber of eternity,
where we stay awhile for instruction and diseip-
line and purification, preparatory to the higher
pursuits and enjoyments to which, if found wor-
thy, we are shortly to be promoted.”"—{ Stephen
Olin.)
