
héraby made and created,and the said Corpora.
tions nay respectively have common Seals, with
power and authîority to destroy, alter and re-
new the saime at pleasure ; which said Cor-
po:ations shall, and they are iereby declared
to be capable in Law of purchasing, taki,
receiving, by Gift, Legacies or otherwise, hav-
ing, holding, enjoyinge and possessing any real
estate or imm11ovcablte Property, for the interest
of the said Corporations and for the purposes
of' this Act, without Letters of Mor.tnain, or
anortissemL ent. Provided always that tlie rents,
revenues, profits or emohtments of the said
real estate or immoveable Property of any of
the said Corporations shal not exceed the sum
of Pounds, currency, in
the Parishes viereiin there shall be no more
than onc liulred and fifty heads of Fa-
milies actually domiciliated and residet ; and
not exceeding flhe sum of
Pounds, currency, in the Parishes wherein the
H-eads of Families actially domiciliated and
resident shall ie more than one hundred and
fifty; vhich said rents, revenues, profits or
emolumnents shall rot, by the said Corpora-
tions be employed in or converted to any
other use or uses, purpose or purposes, than those
mentioned and provided by the present Act.

IL. And be it further enacted by the au-
thority aforesaid, that the said Syndics or a ma-
jority of them, shall, and: they are hereby au-
thoñized and enpowered to nominate and
appoint as' School-master or School-masters,
School-nistress or School-mxistresses, in, their
several and respective Parishes, one or several
fit and discreet person or persons of good
morals and capable of teaching and instructinig
at lcast to read and write, spelling and Arith-
metic, and to displace such School-master or
School-masters, School-nistress or School-mnis-
tresses, and to put and place another or others
in his or their stead when and as often as they,
the said Syndics or a majority of themu, may
find it expedient.

1II. And to facilitate the speedy establish-
ment of Schools in the Country Parishes of
this Province, be it enacted by the authority
aforesaid, that such of the aforesaid Corpora-
tions created under and in virtue of the pre-
sent Act, as shall within tlie course oftwo years
fromn and after the passing of this Act, have
acquired and provided a suflicient School
house for the lodging of the teacher and for
the reception of thirty Scholars, and shall have
actually opened the same for the reception and
instruction of Pupils, shallbe entitled, upon the
report to that efect of the said Corporation,
or of the majorities of them respectively, upon
