Stevenson spent most of
his life in Calgary and did little
travelling because of ill-health
and lameness. He was aware of
the great masters of the im-
pressionist and post-
impressionist era and the in-
fluence of Renoir., Bonnard,
Cezanne and Picasso is evident
in early. works which have
survived.
