Reserve, otherwise known to the Indians as America Bar,

that they beausparated from the Union Bar Band.

This reserve is No. 11, of the Yale-Union Bar

Band. Reserve from 10 to 16 have always been known as

Yale-Union Bar Band. It is on this reserve that the saw-

mill is now operating and from which there are funda com

ing in. Apparently they think that they should get the

money that is being taken off their own reserve, and do

not want to share it up with members of the same band

living at Union Bar.

If the Department besides that it is feasible

that this band should be separated, I would auggest that

the reserves on dach side of the river be separated, one

lot under the America Bar Band, and the other under the

Union Bar.
