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ARTICLE VIII

Cases of Force Majeure

A vessel which is flot subi ect to the provisions of this Agreement shabecome subject thereto due to stress of weather or any other cause'o! fie
majeure.

ARTICLE IX

Exemptions

1. Each Contracting Government, if it considers that the conditions Ofvoyage or voyages affecting safety (including but flot necessarily limited
the regularity, frequency and nature of the voyages, or other circumstalC
are such as to render the full application of this Agreement unreasonable
unnecessary, may exempt partially, conditionally or completely any ifld'
dual vessel for one or more voyages or for any period of time not exceed-
one year from the date of exemption. Each Contracting Government st,promptly notify the other of each exemption that is granted and Of
significant terms thereof.

2. Since the waters to which this Agreement applies are under
jurisdîction of Canada or the United States, the exemptions referred tPparagraph 1 of this Article may be granted oniy by each of the Contract
Governmnents, for vessels of its own country or for the vessels of Ot'
countries.

ARTICLE X

Radiotelephone Station

2. If the vessel's radiotelephone station ceases to b. in effective Operat
condition, the master shail forthwith exercise due diligence to restore
radiotelephone station to effective operating condition at the earliest Pr
ticable moment. If the radiotelephone station becomes defective while U"
way, the master, if practicable to do so, shail notlfy authorities Of
Contracting Governments of this f act, and shalh comnply with such in5te
tions as may be given by those authorities.
