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DEATH OF A RELIGIOUS

REVEREND MOTHE® M, ANGELA,
ASSISTANT FOUNDREsSS OF
THE URSULINE COLLEGE OF
CHATHAM,ONT, PASSES AWAY

The ehapel of the Ursuline Academy
of Oar Lady of Tne 85 iraits, St. Ignace,
Mich., was on the 25 1 inst. the scene of
the burial services of its Saperioress
and Foundress, Rev. Mother M. Aogels,
a8t one time s weli kopown snd highly
esteemed member of tne Ursuline Com-
munity of Chatbam, Out, and cne of
the brave band who fifty-two years ago
laid the fonudation of tnat now tlourisn-
ing College.

The event marks the close of a noble
life and one characterized by extraor-
dinary ability sod energy. Mother M,
Angela, whose family name was Cuthar-
ine Doyle, was born iu Dublin, Irelsud,
May 17ch, 1836 and received her edu-
cation in the Loretto OConvent
of that city, after which she
came with her family to Phil-
adelphia, Penn. In 1855, the talented
young lady cof nineteen, hearing of the
edaeational foundation which had re-
cently been inangurated by the Ursu-
lines at Sault Ste, Marie, renounced the
prospect of a brilliant future in social
circles and resolved to devote her many
sccomplishments to siding them ip ti_m
promotion of their good work, I[n 1860,
she and the other members of the little
pioneer community, being advised that
a wider fleld for future labor was open
to them went to Chatham,then a rapidly
growing town, where for the uext thirty-
six years, Mother 'Angela's remarkable
zeal aud self sacrifice were unstintingly
bestowed on the work of sustaining the
Academy in the highest rank of educa-
tional iustitavions. o 1800, she offired
berself us one of the uumber who were
to uadertake the foundation of an
academy in a place not very far distant
fron the vieinity of her first labors, St.
Ignace, Mich. Thers she has sioce,
with all the ardor of youth, till about a
month ago, continued to teach her
favorite branches, Kaglish snd Music, as
well as to direct as Superioress the pro-
gress of another graduslly rising Con-
vent of her Order. ¢

The Ursulines of Chatham and St.
1gnace have the sincere sympathy of her
numerous tfrieuds, and e=pecially of her
former pupi!s, to whom, as many of them
owe their succoss in life to her enlight-
ened counsel, tue news of Mother M.
Angela's denth comes as a family grief.
