We must revereuce the Holy Neame of
God, brethren, because He is oar Greator,
who has brought us out of nothing end
given us iife, that we may love Him, serve
Him and be happy with Him forever.
We ought to make His glory the alm of
eur lives, and to do this we must alwaye
praise Him with our lips as well ae by our
actions, and never dishonor Him by taking
His Holy Name in valn. Youare careful
of how you speak of the name of one of
your fellow-men whom you esteem, end
18 it poseible for you to bave e truaregard
for #od Af you treat His Blesed Name
Iightiy or ~contemptuously ¥ Cortainly
not, Yet how many there are amoong
Ohristians who profees to belisve in Gd,
who wombip Him fn church s&nd
who pray to Him daily, bat contradic:
these holy sctions frequently by their
tins agsinst the Second Commaudment
1f the enemles of God should trest His
Name thue, it would not eenm so ttraoge ;
but for His profeseed friende to doitisa
most estonisbing thizg, If we did not
kuow the fact tbat they do it, we should
tbhk it focredible, What a fearful ecan.
dal! Who can {imagine the fearful
sccount that euch persons will bavo to
reuder to God for ail the irjury that God
recsives throngh them. They make their
own ssuls hatefu! {a His elgnt and catse
othera to desplse Him. Cuildrongrow up
without the fesr of God becanse thelr
purents curse and swear. Many are kept
out of the Church because they hear Carh
olies taking the name of God in valn;
they refase to belleve that the religlon of
guch persons s true, or that they are
sincere when they can speak so lightly of
God., Is It mot o chame, is {t not dis
graceful, that rcligion should be so die-
honored by those who ought to make it
reverenced and loved by all men?

So common is thia eln, that some people
think lide of It; they hardly make it a
matter for sorrow and repentance. *'I have
done notblog,” such peopls sy to their
confeesor, “but cursed a little.” Alas! s
not thas enough? Icdeed, too many sics
have been committed thereby, There is
ne question with the priest as to whether
there has been eln or not, but sometimes
it I & great question whether thereis a
sufisient sorrow or mot. And wby so?
Docause the hablt has been so long con
timued ; it has cften been made matter
for confesslon, and there is ne sign of
smendment ue yet,

It should ba remembercd that this ein
brings down the panishment of God upon
those who are guilty of {t. I belleve that
ravy of the misfortunes which men
suffer in this life sre sent in punishment
for this eln. For what grace or blesing
csn be expected to eome on those who
have their monthas filled with imoreca
tions agaloet the Aathor of all good 1 St
Jobn Ubrysostom was so impressed with
the thought of the calamitiss which follow
upon thie evil that he cried out: “Let us
stop the mouths of those who curse; let
us close up these polsonous fountsine,
that the city be delivered frem the mie-
fortunes which oppress it.”

People who aro addicted to this vice
niten say, 1 caunot help it; my work, my
neighbore, my druakeu hushznd my fault
dcdlng wife, my disobedient children
compel me to do it. Suach excuses are
not worth anything, You should rather
strike your breast acd say, “‘through my
fsuit, through my fauli, threugh my most
gievous fault,”  The only cause of this
i 13 your impatience, {ll.-tempor and
unwilliogness to bear with contradiction.

Oftsn people eay, “I carse without
thinking of what I am szyiog.” Are they
blameless on that account? Buppose a
man should say, I am so accustomad to
atealing that I take things without thivk
Ing. You would ssy that man is a com-
{irmed thief. He s the worst kind of en
offender. So the tuking of God’s name in
vain thoughtlessly argues that one has got
the habit very strongly, otherwise he
would not do it.

I conclade with the words of St. Paul:
“Bless and cutse not.” Strive to glve np
the shameful, scandaiouns, diabolical avd
injurious habit of swearing and carsing

THE GRAND OLD MAN.

CRUBEING REBUKE OF THE CONSPIR-
ATORS,
0a Monday, in the Commone, Mr. Glad
stone movad the amendment aunounced
by Mr. Mrley Febraary 24, declaring
“that the House reprobates the cuerges
based upon calumny that have been medeo
agalust members of the House, axd while
expresslug sutiefaction at the exporure
meade of evil doers, regrets the wrong iIn.
fl cted and the suffering and loss endured
through those acts of fl.grant iniquity ”
Mr. Gadstone ssid he desired to avold
party recrimluvatiin  1f the Government
motlon h:d been suffizient to do justice
to the members impugned he wonld
have been ready to support it  But
it was utterly insufficlent, It falled to
repreeent the sense of opfolon which the
Hounee and the cruntry had formed upon
the commission’s report. Althoogh he
felt it to be his duty to criticisu freely
some of the judges’ statements, be be
lieved there was not a line of the report
that wes not written in honor and good
falth, (Cheers) Waalit, he atked, ever
bafore proposed to a deliberative body
tbat they ehould accept in & lump a
report of 160 follo pages bristilng with
controversial matter? In what respect
had the three jndg's ¢f the commission
more welght and euthority than other
experienced men in deciding how far
crime wos due to the Leagne and how far
to oppressive evictious? The com
mlesion’s report toached these mad
other questions long debated politi-

cally by men o8 cng\b)e of decid-
fug therson a8 the juidges who
constituted the commisslon  As an ir-

staued of thelr dlsproportionate and
unbalanced judgment, the judgrs had
unearthed an obscure paper, the Irishman,
filing several pagee of their report with
extrocts taerefrom, which bed been
termod by Archblehop Welsh “Most
abomiuable.” Were they eqanlly liberal
in according bleme for cther thivgs that
ware quite as sbuminable 1 (Hesr, hear,)
Why, when they deall with the grend
capital (flences into which they were
especiafly directed to enquire, all that was
said without ono sizgle word of denurcl:

ation was that the letter om
which the detestable charges were
founded was a forgery. (CHes of

“Hear, heer,”) The report convicted the
reapondents of joining the Lesgue with a
view to the separation of Ireland and
England. This occurred in 1830 In
1890 he rejoiced to belleve thst the ldes
of a separation was dead. (Cheers) But
he meintaiced that the denial of the
moral authority of the union wasin Irich
men no moral (flence whavever. (Gneera )
Further, the report sald that the Parnell.
itea by their rpeeches had lnvited intimi-
dution, which bad led to crime, apd that
they had not aselsted in maictaining order
by denonneing the advocates of phyeical
force, These charges wore ten years old.
It was a bad snd dangeroue precedert to
recur to these lorg dates in order to obtain
matter to burl at the heads cf politicsl
antagonlsts, (Hear,hear.) Letthe house
covsider what counter allegatious cught
to be made in beheli of the Parneliltes.
Did not the Tories themaelves think soxae-
thing could be s2id ia bebalf of Mr. Par
nell's polley when Lord Carnarvon, with
the as'ent of Lord Sallsbary, asked Mr.
Parnell to devise a acheme of government
for Ireland ? (Cheers) Could the Con
servatives now censure the man whoee
persistent sgiiation had led to the Land
Acts and other efforts that pro-
duced beneficial resuits In Ireland?
(Hear, hear.) Had they over heard of
great revolutlonary chavges brought
about in the condltion of a natlon with
out tho dolag of anything coatrary to
law and order? Changes had already
taken place in Ireland, and reforms were
{mpending which owed thelr impetus to
the Parneliites, Thess reforms would be
sccompliehed without violesce largely
through the wise and constitutional
methcds of the Irieh party, The report
said nothing of theie matters. Perbaps
the judgea feit that it was no part of thefr
duty to refor to them, He (Mr Glad
stone), haitsted to embody in the amend-
ment an expression of thanks to the com-
mission, because It was hezsrdous and ua
precedsnted to render thanks for the per
formance of a judicial duty. Mr Glad
stone further esid that In awking the
Housa to give fall effect to the mcqaittel
of Mr, Parcell on all serious charges,
he would bave the members reeoliect
the Infamy of the accnsations, If
these accusations had bsen proved
Me, Parnell would have beon branded
ss an nsssssin, a coward, a llar, and &
hypoerite. The charges Were not made
at random; they wecre made with a
solemn assurance that they had been sub-
jectad to the most carcful scratiny, For
a long time Mr. Parnell had stood thus
{lloried before the country. Was not
ull reparation due him? The oplulon
expressed in the amendment was scant
enough reparation. Let not the members
hesitate to give what acknowledgement
of respect they could do a man who had
suffered enormous wrong.

Parnellites now but what had been af-
firmed by Mr, Foster and himself when
they were in office. “Why,"” he contlaued,
“did you not eondemn them then? 1 wiil
tell you why, The Liberals thought the

He admlitted
there was a time when he himself did not
racognize Mr. Parnell’s endeavor to wean
the lrish from crimizal to constitutionsl
methods, but he hed eluce come to
regard Mr, Parvell as a conservative force
fn the preservation of law, order, and
peace ia Ireland. Ha declared that the
Qaroarvon negotiatiovs ought to have
been cocsldered a full, absclute, and final
eondonation for the Pirnellites, and an
absolute cloring of the book of contra.
versy., The commtbislon bad taken a great
mass of fasts, and the jadges sald :—"“We
caunot look to the right or to left ; we
can look heither backwards nor forwarde,
All we have to do is to return a ver-
dict on the dry facts, Was Parllament
to act on such princlples? It was the
duty of the members as statermen and
leglslators to survey the whole range of
circumstances aud great historic forces
which brought about the Irieh crlsls;
otherwlse it would be impoesible to do
jastice. A Parliamentary vote of an
sdveree majority dellvering iteelf In con-
sonance with its own views for the pur
pose of diecrediting {ts political ocpponents
would tend rather tolessen than to add to
the welght of the jadge’s verdict.”
