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late Order of Jesuits, and which from a College has been.
transformed into a Barrack for Soldiers :—The rencwal
of the Leasc of a considerable portion of the same Es-
tates, by the Provincial Executive, in favor of a Mem-
ber of the Legislative Council, since those Estates were
returned to the Legislature, and in opposition to the
prayer of this House, and to the known wishes of a great
number -of His Majesty’s Subjects to obtain Lands
there, and to settle: on them; and the refusal of the
said Execuiive to communicate the said Lease and
other information on the subject, to this House:—The
obstacles unjustly opposed by an Executive, friendly to
abuses and ignorance, to the establishment of Colleges
endowed by virtuous and disinterested men for the pur-
pose of meeting the growing desire of the People for
the careful education of their Children:—The refusal
of justice with regard to the accusations brought by
this House, in the name of the People, against Judges,
for flagrant acts of malversation, and for ignorance and
violation of the Law :——The refusals on the part of the
Governors, and more especially of the .present Gover-
nor in Chief, tocommunicate to this House. the infor-
mation asked for by it, from time to time, and which it
had a right to obtain, on a great number of subjects
connected with the public business of the Province ;=
The refusal of His Majesty’s Government to reimburse
to the Province, the amount for which the late Receiver
General was a defanliter; and its neglect to enforce the
recourse which this Province was entitled to against the
property and person of the said Jate Receiver General.
Having now shown by the faithful statement of facts
which we have thus laid before Your most Honorable
House, that the Laws and Constitution of this Frovince
have not at any period been administered in a manner
more contrary to the interests of His Majesty’s Govern-
ment, and to the rights of the People, than under the
present Administration, we have prayed the Ilonorable
the House of Commons, to bring Articles of Impeach-
ment, and support the same before Your most Honorable
House, against His Excellency Matthew Whitworth Ayl-
mer, Lord dylmer of Balrath, the present Governor in
* Chief of this Province, for having, while acting as Go-
_vernor, in contradiction to the wishes of Parliament, and
to any instructions he can have received, against the ho-
. nor and dignity of the Crown, and the rights and privi-
leges of this House and the People whom it represents,
so recomposed the Legislative .Council, as to aug-
ment the dissentions which rend this Colony;—for
having seriously impeded the labors of this House,
acting as the Grand Inquest of the Country; for ha.
ving disposed of the Public Revenue of the Province,
against'the consent of the Representatives'of the People,
and in violation of the Law and of the Constitution ;—
for having maintained existing abuses,.and created new
oncs ;—for having refused to sign a Writ for the Elec-
tion of a Representative, to fill - a "vacancy. which had
happened in this House, and to complete the number of

Representatives established by law for this Province ;—

and generally for and on account of his illegal, unjust
and unconstitutional Administration of the Government
of this Province; and against such of the wicked and
perverse,'advisers who have misled him, as this House
" may hereafter accuse, if there be no'means of obtaining
justice against them in this Province, or. at the hands of
. His - Majesty’s . Executive. Government in England.
We trust that the two Houses of the Parliament of the
. United Kingdom will be disposed, both from inclination

and from a sense of duty, 'to support - the accusations -
‘Lrought by. this House, to watch over the preservation -

of its rights and privileges, ‘which have been so fre-
quently and violently attacked, more. espccially. by the

preseut Administration,—andso 1o act, that the People -

of this Province may not be forced by oppression to re-
gret their dependence on the British Empire, and to
seek elsewhere a remedy for their afftictions.
