Principal Scrimger presented, the re-
port of the Montreal college. : There

Dr. Barclay
declared that he stood on the demo-
cratic constitution of the Presbyterian
church and claimed that the people had
a right to be consulted before the
church was committed to this project.
The danger was that steps might be
taken which would merely force union,
and union so ferced would carry with
it no guarantee of sucecess.

In conclusion he moved an amend-
ment to the amendment that the whole
question should be sent to the presby-
teries, sessions . and s ,nods to con=
sider it and report at the next meet-
ing at the ‘General Assembly.

Principal Forrest, Halifax, took ex-
ception to the amendment and strongly

rotested against some ‘of the utter-
ances during the discussion, He. de-
clared that the motion of Principal
Patrick contained all that the amend-
ments proposed and he claimed that it
was not the members of the commit-
