KIND OF-FUEL:

A NEW
An invention has been patented by a
Scotchman named Aikman, of Mon-
treal, for making fuel out of peat.
By the process the peat is thrown into
an apparatus somewhat similiar to &
brick machine, where it is ground in-
to a fine pulp. It is then passed
over a number of hot rollers and when
nearly dry is put into moulds and
pressed into blocks about twelve inch-
es long and three or four thick. When
it leaves the press it is perfectly dry
and as hard ascoal. Several attempts
bave been made to utilize the exten-
give peat bogs to be. found' in nearly
every part of this country for fuel.
All experiments have hitherto proved
a failure, one reason being that the’
bulk was so great, (some12 or 15
times the bulk of coal.) By the new
method & given bulk of peat .weighs
fully one third less than the samo
bulk of coal. Other experiments left
the peat liable to break to pieces. and
besides thig it was a constant annoy-
ance on account of the dust and dirt it
created. Mr. Aikman claims that a
peat brick made by. his pocess can be
carried in a lady's handkerchief with-
ont soiling it; and the cakes are
pressed 80 ‘hard that they can he
handled like ordinary stove wood.
There is very little smoke from this
propared peat and no fear of burning
stove pipes or chimneys. As the sup-
ply is practically unlimited and may
be found in neatly every township in
Ontario, the eost of hauling would be
light, and as the machinery is not very
expensive it is said that "it ean be pre-
