Terrible Destruction From .a
a Cloudburst

OVER THIRTY BODIES RECOVERED

of Hasa 1 Vist
tatlon —Water Rushed Along Like a,
Solld Wall, Swéeping Everye
thing Before 1¢ - Bridges Down
and Crops Rulned.

Denver, Col., July 25—This morning
a terrible state of affairs is revealed
at Morrison, Golden, Central City, and
other points in Colorado, where last
night's storm raged the fiercest, Dead
bodies, horribly mangled, are discov-
ered, and at 9 o'clock 30 dead had been
recovered, of which 21 yere in Morrison
alone. Trains left Denver early this
morning with coffins for the stricken
districts, and by noon further infor-
mation will: be received of the extent
of the disaster.

Second Flood at Morrison. ;‘/

Morrison, Col,, July 26.—A e ond
flood this afternoon resulted In com-
pletely paralyzing all efforts to recover
the bodies of those lost In the debris
of last night's flood. At dark te-night
the following bodies had been recov-
ered and identified. Reports from up
the country bring news that none of
the people camping there were lost.

Great Destruction at Golden.

Golden, Col., July 256.—A cloudburst
ast night at 7 o'clock did an immense
amount of damage in this vicinity.
Three lives are known to have been
lost, and thousands of dollars worth
of property destroyed. The dead are:

J. F. Edwards; A. A, Johnson,
Mrs. A. A. Johnson.

The Union Pacific, Denver & Gulf
Rallway loses a bridge -.and other
property. The light and water plants
of the city are disabled. News is anxlI-
ously awaited from up the canyon, as
it is belleved there has Deen a heavy
lcss of life there.

‘At 7 o'clock a greenish colored cloud
was noticed hanging above Mount
Lockout. Inside of ten minutes the
worst storm ever known in this sectlon
was raging. It continued with unabat-
ed fury for half an hour. As soon as
it was gafe to venture out, citizens
ran towards the creek and saw the
turbulent water carrying on “Its - sur-
face all kinds of debris, including
barns, cabins, tents, bridges, eto. The
Ford-street bridge, which has with-
stood many floods, was washed away.
Many Dnarrow ¢scapes are reported.
When the Ford-street bridge went out,
the water spread over Ford-street and
the surrounding bottoms from four to
seven fect deep.

Many persons were resoued by fire-
men_and carried through three feet of
water, Further down the river many
familles were regcued with ropes and
planks by the firemen, An unknown
man s sald to have been swept away
half a mile below the bridge. The Den-
ver, Lakewood & Golden Rallroad
tracks were washed out below the
town. A large number of men were
living in cabins above and below the
town engaged in placer mining, and It
fs fearcd the sudden rise sweptL some
of them away.

No trains will be able to pass up the
canyon for several days. This will
cut off the towns of Central City,
Georgetown, Idaho Springs and -oth
mining camps from communication
with the outside world.

The water came ‘down In a solid
wall, sweeping everything before It
It is reported that there were several
persons on the Ford-strest bridge at
the time it was gwé&pt down stream.

Giolden lies at the end of the canyon
where it debouches into the plains.
""he streets are steep, and slope to
the creek sides. The water caught by
half a dozen mountains came Into the
streets and coursed through them, tax-
ing everything of a movable character
with it. The lights went out, and travel
was dangerous In the inky darkness
that settled over the place. There are
reports of bodles seen In” the creek.

Boulders three feet In dlameter were
rclled down on the Gulf-road. Sand
covered the track to a depth of three
feet in the clty.

The new bridge built two yrars ago
by the Lakewood Rallroad Company
was completely washed out, as were
all the bridges across the creck. No
fdea of the amount of the loss of prop-
erty can be obtained. It is reportea
that the whole country east or here
was flooded and that crops wers cut
to pieces by hall,

FLOODS IN OHIO?

The U 1 Story of Loss of Property—Rall-
way Bridges Destroyed—Wheat
Crops Ruined.

Cincinnati, O., July 26.—Reports con-
tinue to come in of damage done by
the heavy rains which' fell in this sec-
tion during the past three aays. All
the smaller streams are badly swollen
and damage to crops is reported. At
Clarksburg, Va., many houses are un-
der water and the property 1088 will
be great. Almost every bridge - in
Upshur County has been washed away.
The Kanawha Valley, fromh Grants-
ville to Parkersburg, W.V., 1s inundat-
ed and the losses to crops, timber,
fencing, roads and bridges will be Im-
mense. Travel is entirely suspended.
In the northern portion of Kentucky
all railroads suffered by wasnouts and
by bridges being carried away. The
wheat crop 'is ruined. At Gloucester,
0., the rain was the heaviest . ever
known.” A large break at No. 9 mine
let the water rush in to such an ex-
tent that it will cause a suspension of
work for several weeks, throwing 300
men out of employment. No train has
reached Caldwell, O., since Thursday
night, as all bridges wtre destroyed.

The Populist and silver side shows
at St. Louls have not attracted much
attention here, but have served to
deepen the impression that an anomal>
ous political revolution I8 in progress
in America, with all the moral forces
of public opinion on the Republican
side, The demoralized Democracy,
with ite Populist allies, has succeeded
in temporarily discrediting the natlon
and clouding its future. Wherever Am-
erican affairs are discussed, grave ap”
prehension is expressed of the seces-
slon of the West and South from the
East, the repudiation of the national
debt, and a possible catastrophe by
which republican institutions all over
the world will be shaken to their foun=
dations. Forecasts of the election of
McKinley and the restoration of Ams
erican prosperity are accepted suspif
clously as premature and oversangu-
ine. The grotesque performances of the
Popullst convention, following the
nomination of a stump orator on the
strength of a chance metaphor rather
than a careor of public service, have
convinced cautious observers that Am=
erlca is sccthing with social unrest,
and that nobody can foretell what
will happen In November.

The moral that is generally pointed
is that merchants cannot be too cau-
tious in business deallngs with Am=
erican houses, and that American se-
curities should not be purchasel under
any circumstances. 1 asked a promi~
nent and well-informed banker yester=
day whether the gold shipments would
continue from the United States and
the gold reserve again be depleted 80
heavily as to force the Government to
jssue a new loan. He replied that the
American banks would , undoubtedly
come 1o the rescue of the Government
and make good the losses of gold, They
could protect the Government till No~
vember if they wished to do so. and
they could be depended upon to stave
off a new financial crisis. He did not
a.ppn-heml that there would be a
ldrge shrinkage in the gold reserve In
the next three months,

If Bryan were elected gold would
leave the country, and nothing could
stop it. Gold payments would be sus-
pended, as it would be impossible to
float a new loan after the triumph of
the pgrty which is committed to res
pudiation. The situation would be
greatly Improved it McKinley were
elected, and a new lssue of bonds
could then be negotiated If nccessary,
in order to maintain gold payments.
American credit abroad had been
greatly damaged, however, by theé re-
cent procecdings of the Democratic and
Populist conventions,and the faith of
Kuropeans in the perpetuity of re=
publican Institutions had been seriousy
ly impaired. The assu ice which was
anxiously awaited in kKurope was an
explicit declaration by the new admin=
istration, supported by Congress, that
the nation meant to pay Its debts in
gold, and not repudiate them. Any
Issue of gold bonds would be saleable
in Europe after McKinley's election,
and it would suffice to keep up the
Preasury gold reserve; but what was
indispensable was the conversion of the
Treasury deficit into a surplus, coupl-
ed with a thorough scheme of currency
reform, which should include the can=
cellation of greenbacks when redeem-
ed. This epinlon is generally held in
Lombard-street, and s reflected by all
financlal journals.

The effect of Bryan's nomination ls
causing social unrest.and political de-
moralization has been shown by the
heavy fall in American rallway securi=
ties. If the lists of stocks of a fort-
