Tremors Most Serious
Felt in Province for
Many Years.

HARTLAND HAD
FIVE SHOCKS

First Shock at 10.20 on
Saturday Night--<Last
At 3 a.m. Sunday.

Severe earth shocks—the most seri-
ous that have been experienced in
many years—were felt in New Bruns-
wick on Saturday night.

While several tremors were report-
ed to bave eeen generally felt, no
material damage appears to have
been created in this province, al-
though several fireg said-to be the di-
rect result of the earthquake.

The first shock came between 10.20
and 10.25 p. m., while others are re-
ported during Lhe periog from then |
a. m. Sunday. The first shock ;
appears to have been the most se- .,
vere. Hartland reports having felt
five shocks.

St. John Experiences,

St, John, N, B, March 1.—In St

John the very unusual phenomenon

startled the citizens at about 10.15, |
and announced its arrival in creaking

and swaying houses, gyrations of fur-
niture, rattlinz of . crockery, waving

of draperies and the foliage of plants

and in everything that was strange

and weird. No actual damage was

reported from any section affected by
the earthquake, but the amount of

movement end disturbance in St.

John was greater in those localities |
where there was marsh originally.

The tremor lasted only about three

minutes in St. John and only one

shock was felt.

Bulidings Rocked at Moncton.

Moncton, N. B.,, March 1.—Saturday
night’s earthquake was more severe-
ly felt in Moncton and vicinity than
any quakg within the memory of
Moncton's oldest residents. The
shock occurred at 10.20 and lasted a
minute or more, rocking the largzer
buildings in a terrifying manner.
Ulitizeng who had retired were awak
ened from their sleep while in many
instances people rushed terror-strick-
en from their homes into the streets
to -ascertain the'cause of the disturb-
anees.

The shock was more severely felt
in some sections of the city than
others, while in one or two of resi-

on the shelves and in many homes
the dishes rattled and light ehande-
liers and pictures swayed to an alarm-
ing degree.

Five Shocks Felt.

Hartland, March 1.—Five distinct
shocks were felt at Hartland. The
earthquake, which affected most of
North America last evening, was
very severe in this locality. Old re-
sidents claim this to be the worst
experienced in recent years. Five
distinct shocks were felt, the first at
8.20 p. m. and the last at 3.20 a. m.
These Higures are unofficial, but there
appears to be sufficient evidence to
substantiate the statement that five
tremors were felt, the ones at 1.20
p. m. and 3.20 p. m. being the worst.

The 10.20 one was the most gen-
erally felt and knocked chairs over,
upSet botttles in stores, caused sev-
eral chimney tops to fall and scared
a large percentage of the populaee.
The shocks through the night were
not intense with the exception of the
one at 3.20, which woke many peo-
ple and caused quite a few dishes,
which had become loosened by the
earlier quakes, to fall with consider-
able clatter. The sensation as noted
over tha radio was a terrific rum-
bling interruption with squeals of
violent static.

Woodstock Alarmed.

Woodstock, March 1.—A very dis-
tinct earthquake shock was felt here
last mizght at 10.30. The tremor of
the earth lasted longer than any pre
vious shock experienced in many
years.

It was severely felt by those oc-
cupying wupstairs flats. Stores and
dishes took a prominent part-in the
clamor that caused many people serl-
ous alarm.

Buildings Shaken at St. Stephen.

St. Stephen, March 1.—This com-
munity was visited last night by an
earthquake shock. Residences and
stores were shaken so that hangings
fell from the walls and shelves.

Bathurst Has Two Shocks.

Bathurst, March 1.—Two. distinct
earth tremors were felt here during
the night. The first shock .occurred
at 10.20 and was violent enough to
thake buildings.

Grand Falls, N. B, March 1.—
