Then a w-glgo
from the offal dack was backed into
the pound and & trap atthe bottom
of the tank  was opencd
and through it the limp bodies were
pulled., When hedpn were got
at they were found lying under the
mother who had evidently stood gro-
tectlnﬁly over them ‘until she had
strangled, and one of them was still
alive.

The
river was covered over with bodies
oating dowu it from the side of
Lareg, At that time the murderers
were massacring the Christians of
the parish of Holven, and were burn-
fng their vill Those who took
refuge in the cliffs of the neighbor-
hood were hunted down and burnt
alive. It is charged that the mas-
sacre was planned by the civil an-
thorities. 1In some localities the liter-
ates would take an entire -family,
father, ,mother and  children, bind
them together with bamboos, and af-
ter entting off the man’s head fling
the bundle of living humanity into
tne waves. Kive parishes, contain-
ing nearly ten- thousand Christian
converts, have been blotted out,
Numerous instances of epecial cruelty
are related. The archbishop, with
about eighty fogitives, esraped Lo the
harbor of Glante, the southern point
of the Mission, and at last accounts
were about to pursue their flight to
Saigen. The extermination of the
Christians is the declared object of
the persecutors.
