A CASUS BELLI.

FAILURE OF THE FRENCH TO EVACUATE
FASHODA MEANS TROUBLE.

~~~

Loxpon, Sept. 12. —The dfamatic news
received from Omdurman on Saturday
showing apparently that Fishodas, on the
White Nile, about four hundred miles
south of Knartoum, has been occupied
by a white force, causes the greatest. ex-
citement bere- [f, as there seems little
rooln to doubt, the troors occupying
that place are French, this will prove
a disastrous setback to the British vic-
tories on the Nile, and at once disposes
of the question of a British waterway to
the upper Nile.

Additional evidence of the fact that
Sir Herbert Kitchener expects sericue
and important eventa to grow out of this
new feature in the African situation
comes this afternoon with the news that
thé newspaper correspondents with the
expedition are not allowed to proceed fv
Fuashoda, but have been ordeted 'to return
immediately to Cairo.

If'the Fiench should claim to exercise

sovereignty over Fashods, either Ureat
Britain or France must back " down iu
order to avoid wur. Successive British
cabioets under Lord Beaconsfiéld, the
late William: E. Gladstone, Lord Rose-
bery and the Marqie of Salisbury have
warned Frauce that Great Britain will
consider interferencs in the Nile valley
as u casus belli,
Great Britain took General Sir Herbert
Kitchener’s victory very calmly., Geueral
Kitchener will probably begiven a grant
of $125,000 and wili be made a viscount,
as preliminary to elevating him to the
peerage, when he 15 expected to take the
title of Lord Kitchener of Khartoum.

IN THE PHILIPPINES.

THE INSURGENTS AND AMERICANS ARE
BECOMING MORE FRIENDLY.

Loxpox, Sept. 14. —The Manila corres-
pondent of the Times, telegraphing on
Tuesday, says : A better feeling prevails
between the Americans and the 1nsurgents
probably induced through the influence of
the insurgent leaders assembled at Mad-
ctoe. To-day Aguina'do sent an officer to
atk permission to move a detachment of
troops from Loudon,. oue of the suburbs
of Manila. The request was promptly
granted and a large detachment of insur-
gents evacuated Loudon, marching
through the Awetican lines in the direc-
tion of the water works and receiving
proper military honors en route. Buth
parties seem anxious to avoid a conflict.
The Singapore correspondent of the
Daily Mail eays : I learn that Seuor
Avellauo, the Filipino lawyer, declined
Auginalda’s offer ot the presidency ot the
Philippioe’s government, on the ground
that the latter himself, us the military
leader, was best qualitied for the post.
Oa beivg asked vo reconsider his decieon,
Seuor Arellano suggested the advisability
of awaiting the result of the Paris confer-
eace, declariug that if independence were
granted hisservices would be at the dis-
posal of the vation. [ also understand
that geveral Wesley Merritt had a long
private confereuce with Areilano.’
