A fresh chapter

crusade, which resulted recently in in-
dictments against the Brooklyn Jockey
Club and the Coney Island Jockey Clut,
operating the Sheepshead Bay and
Gravesend tracks, resulted yesterday in
twelve arrests at the first day’s racing
on the Jamaica track. A squad of
mounted police and a small army of
Kings County detectives were on hand
at the track, and between the second
and third races, when the laying of odds
was in full swing, they swooped down on
the betting ring and gathered in the
dozen men, several of them said to be
bookmakers of national reputation. All
were charged with violating that section
of the penal code which forbids the mak-
ing or recording of bets upon contests
of speed.

The raid was as unexpected as it was
spectacular. The bookmakers apparent-
1y did not expect that the reecnt arrests
of Gravesend or Sheepshead Bay would
he repeated until those cases had been
threshed out in the courts.

There were probably 2,000 people in
the ring when the raid was made and
the rapidity with which the police picked
their men and made the search gave evi-
dence that the officers had prepared
themselves for a thorough raid against
bookmaking in Jamaica.

The men arrested were: Wm. Galla-
gher, Brooklyn: Wm. MecDermott, New
York; Jos. Quinn, Buffalo; Patrick Mec-
