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TELEGRAPHIC.
LONDON, Ang. 30.—Details of the vol- 

canic eruption in Java state that on the 
northeast corner of the island the waves 
rushed up on the shore to an unprece­
dented height. When daylight came it 
was seen an enormous tract of land had 
disappeared, extending from Point Capa- 
ohin on the south to Negery Pafsoerang 
on the north and west to low water point, 
covering an extent of territory of about 
50 miles square. In this were situated 
the villages of Negery and Negery-Baba- 
wanga. None of the people inhabiting 
these places, or of natives scattered spar- 
sely through the forests and plains, escap­
ed death. Thia section of the island was 
not so densely populated as other por­
tions, and the loss of life is comparatively 
small, although it must aggregate fully 
15,000 souls. The entire Kandang range 
of mountains, extending along the coast 
in a semicircle for about 65 miles, has 
gone out of sight. The waters of Welcome 
Bay, Sunda Straits, and Pepper Bay, on 
the west, and of Indian Ocean, on the 
south, had rushed in and formed a sea of 
turbulent waters. Here and there the 
peak of a crater was exposed for a moment 
by the receding of a great waves, and 00- 
casionally a puff of brownish gray smoke, 
or a slight shower of rocks, showed that 
the volcanoes still continued in active 
subaqueous eruption. The debris of sub­
merged and destroyed buildings was 
tossed hither and thither on the water— 
the only sign left that there, had once 
been inhabited land there. The town of 
Taverang, within twenty-five miles of the 
city of Batavia, was swept away by a lava 
stream, and fully half the population, 
mostly Javanese, numbering 1,800, per­
ished. At Spelwyk, near Point Salcis. 
red hot rocks set fire to houses and swept 
away all the settled portion of the town. 
About ten bazaars belonging to Euro­
peans were destroyed. The loss to pro­
perty is very large, but no lives are known 
to have been lost. The river Jacatra, on 
the banks of which Batavia is situated, 
was so completely dammed by lava and 
debris that its course was changed, and 
from Franien Bastion on it flowed down 
through Tygers street and joined the 
waters of the river Emerades, swelling 
that stream to such an extent that it rose 
high on the castor batteries. Figelenking 
was almost totally destroyed and a large 
number of lives were lost there. The 
island of Onius, five miles off the mouth 
of Targerang river, and twenty miles east 
of Batavia, was completely inundated and 
the floating dock there totally - destroyed. 
Cantage, Claps and Fronwers islands off 
the portion of Java which disappeared, 
are out of sight and not a vestige of them 
is left. Baby and Cheribo islands, off 
the north coast, lost the few houses and 
the inhabitants upon them. In Batavia 
the loss has been largely increased since 
the former reports. The roof of the 
governor’s house was crushed in by a 
mass of mud, and three of the retainers 
were killed. The town bridge was de­
stroyed. Diamond and pearl bastions 
were badly damaged, and Barren Re­
doubt was destroyed. In Caymand, 
Malabar and Lion streets, the principal 
avenues of the city, the damage was very 
great. Fort Aatyoi was entirely destroy- 
ed. The town of Faggal was severely

tween Russia, Denmark, Sweden and 
Turkey, in opposition to the Austro- 
German league, continue.

The Sun's London despatch says the 
systematic repression of the Jews in 
Southern Russia becomes daily more 
manifest and is evidently designed to 
effect their commercial extinction. The 
latest measure adopted by the adminis­
tration of the provinces forbids the Jews 
from carrying on the business of distilling 
and retailing liquors. As this lucrative 
business is almost wholly in the hands of 
Jews, the force of the blow will be readily 
appreciated.

An impression has gone abroad that 
the Queen has practically disgraced the 
new Duke of Marlborough by refusing to 
admit him to her presence to deliver up 
the insignia of the garter which his father 
wore, and which his successor, according 
to custom, delivers to the sovereign. He 
has been told that he may leave the things 
with the Lord Chamberlain.

A Vienna special says : The interview 
between the Emperor and Comte de Parie 
lasted half an hour and was of the most 
cordial character. . As the Emperor took 
his leave the Count was about to descend 
one step of the stairway, thereby mean­
ing to indicate that he considered himself 
merely as heir to the monarchy and not 
as sovereign or pretender. This the Em­
peror adroitly prevented by quickly re­
mounting the step and, holding the Count 
cordially but firmly by the hand, he bow­
ed, and, turning upon his heel, rapidly 
withdrew. When the Count, on return­
ing the visit, drove through the gateway, 
attended by the Orleans Prince wearing 
the order of the golden fleece, trumpets 
and drums sounded the Hapsbarg royal 
salute. The cavalry and infantry under 
Prince of Thurn and Taxis, presented 
their arms and the Imperial standards 
were lowered to the ground. The visit 
lasted about half an hour when the Count 
withdrew. The troops rendered the same 
honora on his arrival:

English opinion in regard to Comte de 
Paris’ opportunities is most favorable. It 
is known that a substantial section of the 
Republicans, wearied of enterprises of 
Challeme Lacour's school, would welcome 
Comte de Paris as the next President. 
The French are already displaying signs 
of irritation concerning concessions re­
specting Madagascar. There are likewise 
indications of anxiety to terminate the 
Tonquin enterprise. They are beginning 
to question the value of a treaty with a 
pretender and to reckon the cost of main­
taining a protectorate over Annam and 
Tonquin by force majeure. These symp­
toms of public uneasiness, touching the 
restless policy of men in office, improve 
the Comte de Paris’ prospects. Every­
body admits thst the Comte will refuse 
the white flag and absolutist principles. 
He may even have to check the royalist 
agitations, for his known temperament 
and the declaration of the Orleanist press, 
indicate his intention to await an expres­
sion of public opinion. The recent for­
eign aggressions of the French Govern­
ment would make a moderate chief like 
the Comte de Paris acceptable to England 
and Germany- The acceptance of his 
presidency is more uncertain, but the 
German press anticipate the possibility of 
his election.

Reciprocity not a Dead Issue.
(Toronto Globe.)

Canada prospered so greatly while the 
Reciprocity Treaty with the United States 
was hi force, and it is so generally felt 
that a fair Reciprocity Treaty would to­
day be of immense advantage to both 
countries, that all parties in Canada have 
professed themselves favorable to the 
making of such a treaty. One of the 
main arguments employed to reconcile 
the people to the heavy taxation imposed 
by the tariff of 1879 was that by taxing 
United States productions heavily, a re­
ciprocity treaty would be more surely ob­
tained. To satisfy the people who desired 
reciprocity, and to prove the sincerity of 
the Government, authority was taken for 
the Governor in Council to reduce or 
abolish certain imposts whenever recipro­
cal free trade was agreed upon with the 
United States. One member of the Gov­
ernment told his constituents that he was 
a champion free trader, and consented to 
such a tariff because be believed it to be 
a sure means of obtaining the reciprocity 
they so much wished for. The sincerity 
of all those professions and protestations 
was always doubted by many.

Now the Ottawa Citizen, the home or­
gan of the Dominion Government, throws 
off the mask and proclaims that recipro- 
city is no longer desirable. It calls it 
“ a dead issue.” It asserts that a very 
great change of opinion on Reciprocity 
has come over the feelings of the people 
since the opening up of the North-West 
and the construction of the Canada Pacific 
Railway. There may be some, it admits, 
especially in the eastern portions of the 
Dominion, who yet believe in the value 
of reciprocity, but undoubtedly the de­
velopment of the North-West and the 
linking of Central Canada’s future with 
the North-West by means of the Canada 
Pacific Railway have changed the views 
of the great bulk of the people of Canada. 
The opinions and wishes of the people of 
the Eastern Provinces are entitled to 
much more consideration than the Citieen 
seems disposed to give them, and their 
interests should not be neglected ; but, 
in truth, no such change has taken place 
in the opinions of the people of the other 
Provinces as the Citizen seems to imagine. 
Nor is there any reason why there should 
be such a change. Our farmers receive 
no higher prices for their barley, or oats, 
or peas, or butter, or other produ be­
cause the North-West has been far 
developed. Further development . not 
increase the price of any articleth have 
to sell, but will have, rather, the contrary 
effect. Reciprocity, even on the old 
terms, would at once give them a better 
market and higher prices for many 
things. It would prove advantageous to 
many other interests, and it would not 
affect our manufacturers except in so far 
as to give their customers more money to 
spend, unless our manufacturers were 
willing to strike out boldly and be placed 
on an equal footing with United States 
manufacturers in both countries.

Reciprocity would not retard, but 
would hasten the growth of the North 
West, and add to its prosperity. Indeed, 
there is no part of the Dominion that 
would be more benefitted by a fair reci­
procity treaty than the North West. 
Only one thoroughly imbued with Tory 
ideas that could imagine that a recipro­
city treaty with the United States would 
diminish the trade of the old Provinces 
with the North West, or weaken the ties 
which bind the Canada east of Lake Su­
perior to the Canada west of that great 
lake.

LONDON, Aug. 30.—A despatch to 
Lloyds from Batavia says the condition of 
the Strait of Sunda is dangerous to navi­
gation New islands have arisen therein, 
and the coast line is altered. The Gov­
ernment is preparing to obtain new 
soundings of the Strait. Sixteen volca­
noes have appeared between the site 
where the island of Krakatoa formerly 
stood and Sibisis island. A portion of 
Bantam is an ashy desert; cattle are 
starving, and the population are in de­
spair. The Soenhegan volcano has split 
in five portions. Seven hundred and 
four bodies of victims of the disaster have 
been buried in the district of Tanara and 
three hundred bodies in the coast village 
of Kramat.

LONDON, Aug. 31.—Further reports 
from Batavia state that in the city of 
Bantam, where 1,500 persons were at 
tint supposed to have perished, 2,800 bo­
dies have already been recovered. Some 
900 inhabitants of the interior town of 
Waronge are now known to have been 
killed ; and at Taltara, on the coast, three 
hundred bodies were found. From all 
over the Island comes reports of loss of 
life and property, and it is thought at Ba­
tavia that the estimate of 75,000 killed 
will not prove excessive.

BATAVIA, Aug. 31.—The captain of a 
steamer which was in the Strait of Sunda 
during the recent volcanic eruptions, re- 

• porta that ashes fell on the deck of his 
vessel to the depth of.eighteen inches, 
and that he passed masses of floating 
pumice stone, seven feet in depth. It is 
estimated that 10,000 persons lost their

An Absentee Ministry.

Ireland has long suffered on account of 
the proprietorship of absentee landlords. 
Canada is Buffering not from absentee 
landlords, but from an absentee Govern­
ment. Official absenteeism is the order 
of the day. The moment the session is 
over Ministers forget that they receive 
salaries for the discharge of public duties 
as heads of departments, and they hand 
over the public service to their subordi- 
nates and make a race for some watering 
place on this side of the Atlantic, or for 
the general business of sight-seeing on 
the other side. When the House is in 
session they are too busy to attend to de­
partmental work, and they assign the du­
ties to deputies and clerks. When the 
session is over they profess to be too 
tired, and the consequence is that for ten 
months in the year the work which they 
are specially paid to direct, has to bo per­
formed by others without their direction, 
and so little do they know of what has 
been done, that they have to be coached 
by those whom it is their business to di­
rect. One starts with his editor in wait­
ing and his champagne lunches for Point 
Edward, and another for British Colum­
bia, accompanied by special friends, to 
whom he affords a jolly holiday, and 
others travel in a still different direction. 
The lillies that excel Solomon are no­
where when compared with a Canadian 
Minister of the Tory school. He not 
only shines resplendently, but he sur­
rounds himself with shining companions, 
who neither toil nor spin, but who have 
so much confidence in their patron that 
they believe that so long as there is a 
dollar in the publie treasury they will not 
be allowed to suffer for the want of holi­
days, wholly unlike those that John 
spent in the wilderness of Judea. It is 
strange that it does not occur to those 
gentlemen that the public may become 
tired of absenteeism in the public ser­
vice. Six or eight months absence from 
the Capital, large salaries drawn which 
are kept in reservation, a splendid time 
had, which necessitates high taxes, is 
not, after all, the public ideal of states- 
manship, nor does it make the country 
an Eden for the people, although it may 
be regarded as a paradise by the favored 
few.

BATAVIA, Aug. 31.—On the lowlands 
of Batavia, where the waters receded and 
quieted down, hundreds of bruised and 
mangled bodies are lying exposed.

THE HAGUE, Sept. 2.—The Marquis of 
Ripon, Governor General of British India, 
baa sent his agents to Bantam to ascer- 
tain the extent of the calamity in Java 
and neighboring island caused by the re­
cent volcanic disturbances. Ships have 
been sent to warn vessels approaching 
the Strait of Sunda of the dangers of 
navigation.

THE BREAD TAX.—The Herald states 
that the total amount of tax paid on flour 
imports in the Dominion last year was 
$86,257, and that Nova Scotia’s share of 
it was $3,913. From this statement, the 
accuracy of which we do not dispute, the 
Herald proceeds to make light of the 
flour tax. It must remember, however, 
that wheat flour is not the only kind of 
food in the shape of breadstuff’s consumed 
by the people, and especially by the 
poorer classes. We find by reference to 
the trade returns for the year ending 
July 30, 1882, that something over half 
a million dollars was derived from taxes 
levied on various cereals under the 
general heading of breadstuff. Nova 
Scotia’s share of this large amount can 
only be determined by a long and labori­
ous search through the returns submitted, 
as there is no summary statement made 
by Provinces showing the amount paid 
by each on articles imported. We find, 
however, that on the items Indian corn 
and corn meal and wheat fleur this Pro­
vince paid $45,991.40 taxation. That 
$41,876 of this amount is on the cheaper 
article, corn meal, simply confirms what 
we have contended throughout, viz., that 
while the protective tariff is a burden to 
all in the State, except the privileged few 
who are endowed with legal authority to 
prey upon the industry and the earnings 
of their neighbors, it is particularly oner-- 
ous and unjust to the working classes. 
The tax upon breadstuffs is one that can­
not be defended on any sound principle 
of taxation. It is accepted as an axiom 
among political economists that to give 
the producer his food free of duty is to 
give him the benefit of the most subtle 
form of protection that can be devised. 
The astute Tilley, who will live in history 
as the greatest bungler that ever tinkered 
a tariff, gives the Canadian laborer his 
fiddle strings free of duty and puts a tax 
upon his food. Bread paya tribute to the 
treasury, and brimstone comes in free. 
If he grumbles at extra taxation imposed 
on his raiment, he is consoled by the re­
flection that he can buy his rat poison 
untaxed. Verily they be great statesmen 
and profound who evolved the National 
Policy from the subterranean depths of 
their wisdom. They will be worshipped 
on AU Fool’s Day. —Halifax Chronicle.
