Fredericton, Nov. 10th, 1864.
Sir :—In the continuation of the Hon. Wil­

liam Hamilton’s letter in your issue, of the 8th 
instant, he declares, that any investigation into 
the alleged delinquency of Deputy Stewart, 
was followed by the transmission of the sum 
found to be omitted, that I went to Sussex, to 
procure an interview with his late clerk, Mr.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE FREEMAN.

Saint John, Nov. 10th, 1864.
Sir:—My name, as Cunniff’s Counsel in 

strife with the Police Magistrate, &c., having 
been freely but not very agreeably exhibited of 
late, especially in my absence, on return from 
the Westmorland Circuit, I deem it my duty 
to the profession and public at large to give a 
plain statement of facts, that all may judge 
whether I have transgressed any law or rule of 
decorum which should be observed by an ad 
vocate for his client, or deserved the brutal 
and scandalizing treatment received from the 
Police Magistrate. On Saturday, 21st ult., I was 
sent for by Cunniff, who, with two other pri­
soners, Matilda Thompson and one Griffin, 
was confined at the Police Station, to defend 
him against a charge of assaulting policeman 
Watson in the discharge of his duty while in 
company wiih policeman Owens; arresting 
Matilda Thompson on Sheffield-street (penalty 
not exceeding £20 ;) much to my own personal 
inconvenience I consented to act. Cunniff 
procured bail, and the Magistrate, with whom 
I was on no unfriendly terms, obligingly al­
lowed, at my request, the case to stand for 
trial on Monday following at 11 o’clock. In 
the mean time, to get an accurate knowledge 
of the place, &c., where, it was said, the arrest 
had been made and assault committed, I took 
down the statement of Cunniff, who protested 
his innocence, in writing, and examined four of 
his principal witnesses; present at the scene, 
confirmatory of his statement, which strongly 
convinced me that Matilda Thompson had 
been wrongfully arrested, while crossing Shef- 
field-street, for a lawful purpose, and from the 
position of all parties, as described, no such 
assault by Cunniff had or could have been 
committed, and therefore the charge could not 
be made out. I soon learned, however, that 
Matilda Thompson had been tried and convict­
ed on the evidence of the policemen, and sent 
to the Penitentiary, the other prisoner, an offi­
cer's servant, fined three pounds, and quickly 
perceived that this was likely to occasion trou­
ble in Cunniff’s defence. One would reason- 
ably suppose, that in the fair course of justice 
the Magistrate, knowing that the case with 
which those prisoners was mixed, embracing 
the same matter, had been fixed by himself foi 
a full enquiry, he would have suspended their 
trials, till ‘Cunniff’s case was heard, and not 
virtually given judgment before hand against 
him, by their convictions, and sent off one of 
his material witnesses to the Penitentiary. 
When the case came on, I found to my regret, 
the Magistrate and myself widely differing 
both in law and facts. He himself alluded 
more than once to his anomalous position of 
conducting, as prosecutor, the case he was to 
adjudge. This circumstance, especially in his 
leading the witnesses on the very point in 
question, drew us still more into collision, 
out I used no direspectful language or remark 
to him, nor had I the slightest intention of 
giving him offence. The two policemen swore 
o a noise supposed at Cunniff’s house, heard 

oy them three blocks away, rather incredible, 
and to the assault in such a manner as I 
thought, from the place described, could not 
be credited; opposed too, as it was by all the 
defendant’s witnesses, and it became impossible 
r . X say an; % serviccm vie sor the due 
fence, without attacking their evidence, an 
showing, as I was led to beheve, it was wilful- 
y false8; this seemed to highly displease the 
Magistrate, though no one, at the time, 9 
idered him accountable or to blame for such 
testimony. After a part of their evidence h a 
beec given, lest I was deceived, and to gama 
more accurate knowledge, I went down myself 
co Sheffield-street, and in company with my 
client, examined the respective places and dis- 
tances—while there enquired ot Thompson, 
Smith and Harvey, three of the nearest resi­
dents to Cunniff’s, and who, with the sentry on 
guard only 119 feet distant, said that no noise 
had been heard at Cunnifi’s house at the hour 
sworn to.

In being obliged to argue from the evidence 
that the policeman was not in the discharge of 
his duty in arresting Matilda Thompson, who 
had committed no offence, I illustrated jt in the 
common way, familiar to all lawyers, that if 
the officer had been killed in the arrest, it would 
not have been murder. This appeared to give 
great umbrage to the Magistrate, who seemed 
much excited at times, and on one occasion,
