Marshal Pelissier
pro| the health of the Emperor Alex-
ander, and in a long speech expressed his
veneration for his Majesty and his warm
sympathies for the Russian troops. ‘A
great number of officers and soldiers of the
armies visited the Russian camp. Gen.
Luders adds, that on the whole great cordi-
ality prevailed on both sides.
