Io discussing the St. John Valley
Railway in St. Tohn on Wednesda y
Premier Flemming said that inthe
contract between the government ana
the company there is & provision that
will safeguard the previcce against
beiag called upon to make good any
shortage which would arise if the 40
per cewt, of the g.03s earnings shoald
prove insufficient to meet the interest
on the bonds.

*‘As regards the coustruction of the
big bridges the federal government
has undertaken to guarantee the in
terest on the bonds covering the cost
of their construction to the amount
of $1,000,000 fora period of years.
The estimate for the constructien of
the bridges is betweeu $1,200,000 and
$1,500,000, and the coustructions c¢om
pany will provide for any additional
cost over the amount guiranteed by
the federal government. So the con
struction of the buidges will ailent
no outlay on the part of the province.
At thé¢ expiration of the period of
years for which the tederal govern
ment guaraulees the interest on the
bridge boads, a partien of the 40 per
eent, of gross earnings payable to the
government and determined by the re
latiou of the cost of the bridges te
the cost of the railwav asa whole
will be applied tc the payment of the
interest on the bridge bonds, and to
the provision of u sinking fuad to re
imburee the federal government.”
