In the eternal city of Rome, my 
<le*r friends, there eziete en institu­
tion which for centuries has been 
the centre of the missionary activi­
ties ol the ^Amolio Church. It i- 
called the Propaganda. Connected 
with it is a college in which during 
all these ages have been educated a 
vast number of zaaiouq young men 
from All nations to carry the Gospel 
of Jesus Christ into every land, and 
over the main portal, through which 
they daily pass are the words ol 
Christ which I have chosen for my 
tezt ; "Ban tee, dooete omnes 
gentee”—going teach all nations.
For this is the Divine command 
which sends them on their missoo- 
ary career—the commission which 
Christ gave to His Apostles and 
their successors—the authorisation 
of their A postdate. The Church 
of Christ is essentially missionary.
She does cot accept the deposit of 
faith and like the unprofitable ser­
vant, abstaining from all activity, 
rest satisfied with merely preserving 

hat God has given her. No her 
life is one of ceaseless activity and 
for her there is no repose while the 
command of Christ lacks fulfillment 
and the Gospel is not preached to 
every creature. This is the spirit 
which animated the Catholic 
missionaries from the time of the 
Apostles, It was this spirit which 
sent a Pattick into Ireland, an 
Augustine into England, and a 
Pal adins into Scotland. Whatever 
may have been the motives to aotu- 

te discoverers, ezplorers, or settlers 
n strange lands, for the Catholic 

missionaries who accompanied them, 
there was always only one desire— 
the fulfillment of the command of 
Christ—to go and teach, and, as far 
as they were able, to do their part 
in bringing all men to a knowledge 
of the truth- Ask for the Patron 
saint of every nation in succession 
and you will find that he who first 
carried Christianity there was a 
Catholic priest or a Catholic bishop. 
The old Church, to which we have 
the happiness to belong, antedates 

those mete human forms of 
Christianity which surround us and, 
notwithstanding her old age, there 
is not a wrinkle on her brow, no 
decrepitude In her limbs, but she 
possesses at this moment all the 
vitality, energy, and zeal which 
character zed her when she issued 
from the upper chamber in Jeru­
salem on Pentecost day. Sue is 
ever growing, ever increasing, and 
as we behold her growth and her 
success our hearts are filled with 
" iy, and, in the ezuberance of our 

piritp, we cry out with the Psalm­
ist : “Pri spere, procédé, et rogna” 
—Go ou in prosperity, thou Grand 
Old Church, and continue over us 
thy sweet and blessed reign,

And yet, my dear friends, there 
are those who, not recognizing her 
Divine character, would wish the 
world well rid of her. They say 
that she is the promoter of ignor­
ance, the opponent of oiviliz ition— 
the enemy of progress, when as a 
matter of fact, she is the very source 
of progress and all departure from 
her means retrogression and decay. 
Even among those who claim to be 
her children there are those who 
seem ready to eztol all that is with­
out the Oaoroh and to ignore what 
is within. In the presence of 
Sioularism and Socialism, with 
their many boasts, they seem shy of 
the Catholio Cauron as of a poor 
relation. This is an age of pro­
gress and the Catholic Church is 
behind the times, we are told. She 
teaches that Jesus Christ is the Son 
of the Living God who came down 
from Heaven when Gabriel saluted 
Mary of N zareth and she answered: 
"Be it done unto me according to 
thy word j" while the outside world, 
the live, progressive world, discusses 
the Indian Myths—the legend of 
Krishna, the great Brahim teacher 
who preaohed against wickedness 
sod laid down|bfs life that he might 
conquer it ; or, of the classic 
Orpheus with bis beautiful form, 
his golden looks, and the sun upon 
his brow, came down from the hills 
to speak things of goodness and wa 
against vice ; or, of Jesus Christ, if 
you will, greater perhaps than eithe 
but He, as they, shall pass Into the 
twilight of fable. Attain, my dead 
friends, this wise, progressive 
has its spirituaVstic Sceances and we 
are behind the times because we are 
compelled to say : the Church for 
bids, as of old, God forbade Saul to 
consult the witch of Endor. The 
uniformity of Nature’s laws is up­
held and therefore miracles are not 
possible, the Opening 
Genesis is uotrfes, for it

miracles snd that the Boot of 
Genesis is the Word of God. And 
Why should it be to when it is the 
simplest and the wisest of answers, 
for the sntbority of the Church is 
the Word of the Spirit of Truth 7 
whether is it better to be aebsmed 
of the Grind Old Cstbolio Church, 
wide as 1 he earth, ancient as the 
centurie*, the nurse of empires, still 
without decrepitude, passing on her 
coarse with perrenniel youth and 
vitality, or to bow down before the 
spirit of the age f

What is this boasted progress wp 
hear so much about, my dear friend ? 
Let oe examine it aud see in what it 
consists. In the firet place, it con­
sists in those material things which
have traneforyaed the surface of the iato the

vanished. Where ? No one knows, 
Men for a moment bas appeared 
then passed like a ship in the night ; 
struck from hie place among the 
immortals he has perished utterly 
nor left s trice behind. There is 
the Hegelian philosophy and it is no 
better. The world in all its varied 
phases and man himself is but the 
manifest ezpresaion of some un­
known and unintelligible energy 
which breaks forth into form and 
consciousness, which then falls back 
absorbed into the primal silence. 
Man with hie conscious faculties and 
individual life, for a moment bas 
appeared—the light of being eet 
aflame, then qaeMhed in endleee 
night.

earth — railroad* and steamships 
which have well nigh eliminated 
the barriers of distance ; luxury in 
building, in furniture, in food, 
bringing together the markets of 
the East and of the West ; in that 
system of commerce, so universal 
and so engrossing ; in that net work 
of industries whose din and clang 
have silenced the music of the birds, 
the smoke of whose furnaces has 
oUjuded the heavens themselves.
But what are we the better 1er all 
this! If we could stand apart, or, 
like the Angels, look down from 
above should we not doubt and 
wonder and ask ourselves : is this 
progress? Men and women toil in 
the great hive of labor from morn­
ing till night, from youth to age, 
and pass away and still the clang 
continues. What has it been for 
them or for those who enjoy the 
produce of their toil? They move 
more quickly, the vistas of earth are 
opened more widely and they hurry 
through them, but are their thoughts 
deeper or their,sympathies more en 
larged ? Perhaps not half as much 
as when the pilgrim moved through 
the valleys and across the hills on 
foot to the shrines of sarotity and 
learning. These things are not 
very much after all, my dear friends, 
for they do not touch the man. Real 
progress must be in the mao and 
not in the things around him.

In the second place, my dear 
friends, the boasted progress of the 
age is in science. Surely here we 
have much. If the age is any­
thing it is a scientific" sge—an age 
of intellectual activity,—yea, it is 
true, through the world there is that 
spirit of inquiry which S . Paul 
found at Athene—men are always 
seeking some new thing. But intel­
lect without guidance is like a blind­
folded man the more aotive be is in 
limb, the more likely be is to 
stumble and fall over the cliff. 
Cardinal Newman has pointed out 
that reason left to itself will tend to 
unblief and unbi lief moans loss of 
Knowledge. What is lost and 
What is gained by the science of 
which we boast ? We have lost the 
things of faith and gained the things 
of science—exchanged the sure things 
of Heaven for the doubtful things 
of earth. Soienoe, it is true, has 
made wonderful strides. It has 
denied the Canticle of Job, for, it 
has searched the heavens, measured 
the star-depths, taken them in its 
hand and weighed their substance.
It has commanded the thunder and 
set reigns upon the lightening, 
Soienoe has peered into the caverns 
of the earth and read in the buried 
strata the book of the world’s his­
tory, unfolded its plastic youth, its 
period of giant vegetaiion, its great 
animal reign, passing through limit­
less time before it came to man. It 
has analyzed man—the subtle tex­
ture of bis brain, the wondrous eye, 
and the beating heart, and the world 
is proud of all this. Yet what of it 
all I We must not, my dear friends, 
undervalue the science of the day, 
ft opens np fields of knowledge 
which should lead our minds with 
greater insight to the contemplation 
of God’s wonders in His works, but 
since it let go the hand of the 
Church its losses have immeasurably 
outweighted its gains. Science is 
valuable in proportion as it is effect 
ive but how do these things touch 
the eesense of (be mag ? They lead 
not to affirmation, not to perfection, 
but to negation and decadence. 

Again, my dear friends, this age 
of ours boasts of its progress in 
philosophy. And what is this 
philosophy ? It is a philosophy of 
doubt, of mere speculation, or of ah 
solute negation There is the material 
philosophy formulated by Herbert 
Spenser who in his latter days con­
fessed it a failure. The world began 
its course with its atone* and its 
flaming hydrogen, How it began it, 
it is not said. Motion, condensation, 
and the following on of water, and 
of earth, and atmosphere, and herbs, 
and plants, and forests, and life, 
from the bomogenus Came the here- 
togenns and the complex, culminat­
ing io man and the diversified and 
beautiful world. The wheel moves
