Yesterday Iris started from his home 
at Steeple, 14 mill’s southwest of here, 
for Fredericksburg, three miles from 
here with intent to kill. His wife ran 
before him shouting a warning to the 
neighbors. At the blacksmith shop of 
Max Knieche, where the tragedy oc 
curred, she was hut a few hundred 
ieet in iront of her husband. She 
shouted a warning to the men in the 
shop as Strauss fired nt her. He mis­
sed. Then he turned his rifle on 
Kuicche. Knieches and a dozen arm­
ed men who were in the forge with 
him, ran forward Toward Qie minister 
who was again preparing to fire.

Six double-barrel shot guns fired 
their contents into his body and an 
equal number of rifles blazed out bul 
lets into the mad clergyman’s body 
He Raid a few words to his wife and 
then turned his eyes to the bareheaded 
men kneeling about him with the still 
smoking guns by their sides. He look 
ed at the weapons, then at the men 
and crossed his hands over his breast 
with words of forgiveness on his lips

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MACPHERSON IN VANCOUVER. FIFTEEN FIRES 
LAID AT HIS DOOR

C. B. Bratton, Life Insurance Agent, 
Believed to be Victoria Fire-Bug 

—His Dramatic Arrest.

Victoria, June 21—C. li. Bratton, 
local agent of the Metropolitan Life 
insurance Go., was arrested yester­
day afternoon, as he was coming from 
the basemertt of the board of trade 
building from which flames were 
bursting. His actions have been sus­
picious and he has been shadowed for 
some time before hie arrest. He js 
thought to be responsible for the fif­
teen fires which have broken out since 
Thursday, one doing $50,000 damage.

His arrest was made in the basement 
of the board of trade buildings as 
he was in the act of firing a heap of 
rubbish he evidently had accumulated 
tor the purpose and this fact leaves 
little doubt of his guilt. Two hours 
belore his arrest a man answering to 
Bratton’s description but wearing false 
hair and beard, had been sighted at­
tempting to tire a grocery store. He 
made away on being detected. De 
t actives were put on the scent and 
soon got on the trail and after three 
hours’ dogged pursuit, ran their man 
to earth in dramatic fashion.

The capture has created an intense 
feeHng of relief in Victoria, where 
numerous stores have employed spec­
ial watchmen owing to the firebug epi­
demic which has beset the city dur­
ing the past two days.

Bratton is local manager of the 
Metropolitan Life Insurance company 
and was regarded as a smart agent. 
Two years ago lie came here from Salt 
Lake city and prior to that time he 
was employed as secret service detec­
tive in the famous Steunenberger as­
sassination case. He is said to have 
been drinking heavily during the past 
week and those who know him state 
his peculiar eccentricity was the hy­
percritical manner in which he dis 
cussed on every passible occasion tire 
fighting methods employed here. It 
is thought this peculiarity became an 
obsession which would account for the 
incendiarism with which he is 
-charged.

After the disastrous expert 
ence of the winter before last, when 
herds throughout most of the ranching 
country were so seriously depleted, 
cattle men started putting up winter 
feed on a considerable scale, and this 
year they are setting out a large num 
her of imported young stock.

Adjusters Complete Their Work in 
Three Rivers Conflagration—The 
Fire Loss Between Two and Three 
Million—Business District Insur­
ed Low.
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TO SEE GREATEST 
CRUISER AFLOAT

SASKATCHEWAN 
SHOWS BIG GAIN

In Acreage Under Crop This Year as 
Compared With Last—Offi­

cial Estimate.

Prince of Wales Will be Conveyed 
to Canada by the Indomitable 

—The Mystery Ship.

Three Rivers, Que., June 23—More 
than one million dollars, according to 
official figures, will have to be paid 
out by insurance companies to pro­
perty owners of the ravaged city 01 
Three Rivers as.ji result of yesterday’s 
widespread conflagration. All today 
three experts and a dozen insurance 
adjusters were busy figuring out the 
losses, and this evening they announc­
ed that tin- total liabilities of the 
companies as a result of the fire am­
ounted to $1,966,750.

Tonight the adjusters are returning 
to Montreal with their sheets of figures 
in their pockets. With as jovial faces 
as possible they assured the few peo­
ple who saw them off that they would 
return in about a week, bringing bags 
of money with them. It was expected
hat the total amount of the insur­

ance companies’ liabilities would he 
large but few anticipated that it would 
pass the million mark. All the in­
surance representatives now state that 
the result will be a heavy blow to the 
companies. Not only will the handing 
out of the million dollars, in the pres­
ent condition of business,- seriously 
cut into their profits, but it will also 
interfere with the general reduction 
of rates which had been contemplated.

Now that the insurance figures are 
issued the basis for figuring the total 
loss due to the conflagration has been 
termed and it bears out the original 
calculation that it was between two 
and three million dollars, for seldom 
has the property of a whole commun­
ity been insured at such low figures 
ns was the case in the Three Rivers 
business district.

Txmdon, June 22—The great and for­
midable warship. Britain’s new armored 
cruiser Indomitable, will convey the 
Prince of Wales and his. suite to Canada 
for the approaching celebration of the 
Quebec Tercentenary. So loyal Cana­
dians and perhaps their neighbors to the 
south, will have the opportunity of see­
ing the newest floating proof that Great 
Britain yearns to preserve the world’s 
pence. With the same earnest desire 
other powers will try, unquestionably, to 
build a cruiser that in a naval duel can 
sink the Indomitable. Well-knowing 
this the admiralty engineers have kept 
profoundly secret every important de­
tail of tli huge cruiser's construction. 
So she has come to be known as the 
“mystery ship.” As far as she and her 
sister ships, the Invincible and the In­
flexible, are concerned, the dove of peace 
is blind,

Tliis great war vessel is the fastest, 
longest, largest and most heavily armor­
ed cruiser afloat. She displaces 17,290 
tons and is 530 feet long. She is to all 
cruisers save her sisters what the 
Dreadnought is to alt. battleships. The 
power of her artillery is immense. She 
carries eight huge 12-ineh guns, each 45 
feet long and capable of firing an 800- 
peund shell twice a minute. The gans 
are mounted on four turrets and the 
turrets are so arranged that all eight 
big guns can fire on either broadside and 
-six,of them attend - efisetem? Beside her - 
eight big gnhs the Indomitable carries 
sixteen 4-inch guns for the purpose if 
meeting torpedo bont attacks, eight of 
these are mounted ,two on top of each 
turret and Hie either eight on the upper 
works. This superb fighting machine has 
tui-bine engines of the Paten's type de­
veloping 41,000 horse power, the most 
powerful ever put into a British war­
ship. Her four screws have carried her 
at a rate faster than twenty-five knots.

Regina. June 24—The official esti­
mates of the Saskatchewan- depart­
ment of agriculture based on returns 
from correspondents in all parts of 
the province, indicate the acreage in 
wheat this year to be 2,374,058, as com­
pared with an estimated acreage of 
2,047,724 at this time last year, an in­
crease of 326,334,. or 16 per cent. The 
acreage of oats is 1,170,452 as compar­
ed with 801,810 at this time last year. 
This is an increase of 368,642 or 46 per 
cent. The acreage m barley is 101,033 
as compared with 79,339 last year, the 
increase being 21,694, or 27 per cent. 
The acreage in flax is 141.451, as com­
pared with 128.528 at this time last 
year, the increase being 12,923, Or 10 
per cent.

The total area unoer these four prin­
cipal grains is 3,786.994, as compared 
with an acreage last year of 3,057,401. 
The increase being 729.593, or 24 per 
cent. Last year the final returns show­
ed the grain area harvested to be about 
140,000 acres less than the area sown 
in the spring, indicating a large pro­
portion abandoned. A comparison of 
this year’s estimate with the acreage 
actually covered by threshing opera­
tions last tall will therefore be more 
accurate seeing that there isl very 
little probability of any grain being 
abandoned by the harvesters this year.

The wheat crop sown shows a gain of 
402,950 acres, or 20 per cent, as com­
pared with final acreage for 1907. Oil 
the same ‘basis the total acreage un 
der the four principal grains show a 
gain of 869,550 acres or 30 per cent.

THE RAIN HAS CEASED.

Winnipeg, June 21.—Willi 
tiie exception of the Regina 
and carman districts, but lit­
tle rain has fallen in the prai­
rie wést during the past twen­
ty-four hours, and cool weatii- 
er with drying winds are giv­
ing the excessive precipitation 
of tile latter part of last week 
a chance to run off without 
seriously damaging the crops. 
Botii the Red River and the 
Assiniboipe here are running 
in high flood, the water being 
as high as after the spring 
freshets, while a good deal of 
damage has been done to pro­
perty fronting on river banks, 
boathouses being earned away 
No los,s of life is reported, 
however.

Chicago, June 22—Former United 
States Senator Charles A. Towne, of 
New York, arrived at the annex late 
last night, having come direct from a 
two day's conference with William 
Jennings Bryan at his farm outside of 
Lincoln. The purpose of this confer­
ence has- been an open political secret 
lor some little time.

As a result of the talk there is pretty 
good ground for the belief that the 
Democratic ticket nominated at Den­
ver may be Bryan and Towne. “Char­
lie” Towne started out as a Republi­
can congressman from the Duluth Dis­
trict of Minnesota.

He made a pronounced success of his 
work in the house and at the same 
time lie was extremely popular in his 
district, carrying it for the Republican 
i.cltet against J. Adam Bede, who 
was his^Demoeratic opponent.

Towne a Bryan Proselyte.
Towne came trom a state which was 

normally for sound money, but he be­
came deeply infected with the free 
coinage theories. He v.as one of the 
Republicans who bolted the party al­
ter the adoption of the gold standard 
plank- at the St. Louis conference in 
1896. He joined the silver Republi­
can party then and voted for Bryan. 
Of course he lost his scat in the house, 
his place being filled by the same 
Adam Bede, who had meanwhile turn­
ed Republican on the money issue.

Towne tilled a vacancy as senator for 
a day or two by appointment of a 
Democratic governor of Minnesota. Af­
ter that he moved to New Y’ork and 
became a Tammany congressman. He 
has been affiliatd with Bryan in close 
fashion ever since he left the Repub­
licans in company with Teller, Petti­
grew DuBois, and the others.

Set the Pace on Stump.
Towne makes a rattling good speech, 

and if he should hitch Up with Bryan 
in the canvass against Tatt they would 
make a terrible team on the stump, 
which would compel the Republicans 
to keep all their best speakers busy 
for the whole campaign.

Three Rivers, Que., June 23.—Near­
ly a thousand people are homeless and 
more than two million dollars’ worth 
of damage has been done in the busi­
ness and residential part of the his­
toric town, the heart of which was 
wiped out by fire yesterday. The fire 
started in a wooden shed shortly 
after mid-day, and fanned by a strong 
southwest breeze the flames spread 
within an hour into a veritable sea 
of flames. The local fire brigade of 
six men and volunteer assistants were 
helpless until 'the arrival of assistance 
from Grand Mere. About three 
o’clock Montreal followed and Shaw- 
inignn Falls and Quebec contingents 
were all rushed through on special 
trains. Meanwhile five banks, eleven 
hotels, the historic parish church, 
originally built in 1664 and rebuilt ;n 
1714, were destroyed, and with them 
went the customs house, originally n 
barracks in the early colonial days. 
It was at first thought the Ursuline 
Convent was doomed, but the timely 
and energetic advent of the Quebec 
contingent. saved the buildings, 
though many folks ascribed this to 
miraculous "means.

New Post Office Burned.
The market presented the most im­

posing blaze and sparks from it- çaus- 
«■d.^a- big ..importing establishment r ;r 
Notre Dame street to catch on 'fire. 
The Bell Telephone exchange and the 
new seventy thousand dollar post 
office are in ruins.

A scene ,of confusion and terror was 
the interior of the jail which was 
right in the burning area. The jail 
was unusually full and the prisoners 
clamored to get free. Things indeed 
looked so serious that preparations 
were made to release them, but this 
was rendered unnecessary.

Among the chief factors in the fire 
fighting was valuable aid rendered by 
the 85th regiment and the 11th Argen- 
teuil Rangers, who are in summer 
camp. The troops set to work in dis­
ciplined fashion as though born fire 
fighters. To them is largely due the 
preservation of order and the keeping 
down of a panic. Details of volun­
teers assisted in the salvage of goods. 
Others furnished guards for the sal­
vage of household goods, which " were 
piled up in the public parks.

The removal of the remains of 
Madame Miliu from her son’s grocery 
store gave rise to the rumor that the 
shock from the fire caused the demise 
hut it was ascertained she died before 
the outbreak from natural causes.

Heart of City Gone.
The entire heart was burnt out of 

the city, a centre of blackened ruins 
being surrounded by a fringe of jesi 
deuces. The Anglican and Methodist 
churches were saved, Slthough the 
buildings around both were swept 
away.

The fire started in a shed behind a 
livery stable, from an unknown 
cause. Although the electric lighting 
plant is out nf business, the doomed 
area is well lighted tonight by flames

Teheran, Persia, June 23.—A des­
perate battle was waged here today 
between the Shah’s Cossack troops, 
and part of the populace which sym­
pathizes with parliament. Hundreds 
of civilians and at least one hundred 
of the Shah’s soldiers were killed in 
an eight hour conflict. The Shah 
himself accompanied his Cossacks 
during most of the fighting, but was 
not wounded, and to-night is entire 
master of the situation. Most of the 
bodies of the slain are lying in -dire 
square and about the streets. The 
parliamentary buildings are partly 
ruined from the bombardment by ar­
tillery. Looting is going on in the 
parliamentary quarters.

The battle resulted from a demand 
made by the Shah that the parliament, 
turn over to him certain members 
whom he pronounced to be under ar­
rest. They were political enemies of 
his". Parliament refused to give up 
the prisoners, and the Shah ordered 
the troops to attack. As the first shots 
were fired thousands of citizens, mem­
bers of political clubs, resented the 
Cossack’s assault. The firing was re­
turned not only from the parliamen­
tary buildings, but from the roofs of 
houses and mosques.
