GERMANY CHALLENGES GREAT
BRITAIN’S SUPREMACY ON SEA

Premier Asquith’s Pronouncement Strikes Consternation Into House of 
Commons. Two-Power Standard Already Lost by Germany's Great 
Naval Expansion. England Must Drain Her Resources to Maintain 
a One-Power Supremacy.

London, Mar. 17—Not within living 
memory has the House of Commons 
been so profoundly agitated as it was 
by Premier Asquith’s statement to­
night regarding the Anglo-German 
naval rivalry. His pronouncement, 
when speaking of the new Dread- 
naughts to bç constructed, that Great 
Britain’s “two-power standard” was 
gone, and, that at Germany’s -rate of 
progress England would need all her 
resources to maintain a one-power su­

BOSTON EXPRESS CRASHES
INTO A MONTREAL STATION

Huge Engine Plunges Through Stone Wall of Windsor Station Into the 
Waiting Room. Five Already Known to be Killed and Others Are 
Thought to be Buried in the Debris of the Wreck. Explosion of 
Ejector Incapacitated Engineer and Fireman.

Montreal, , Mar. 17—At a speed of known little girl crushed beyond hu-
forty miles an hour the Boston express 
due at Windsor C. P. R. station at 
9.20 tliis morning rushed through the 
station on No. 7 tfack and broke 
its way through immense granite 
walls clear into the ladies' waiting 
room ami general waiting room.where 
the engine, tender and baggage car 
were smashed out of recognition, pre­
senting a scene beyond description.

At the present time it is known at 
least that one gill or woman is dead, 
and several were severely injured,with 
a dozen more or less seriously injured.

Crashed Through Flooring.
The tender and trotit part of the 

baggage car crashed through the floor­
ing and are halt way between the Os­
borne street level of the station ami 
Donogana street. The injured are: 
Mark Cunningham, engineer, Mon-

mau resemblance, and Mrs. W. J 
Nixon and child, crushed beneath the 
tender of the huge mogul. Her hus­
band, W. J. Nixon, tran despatcher

“The reply of the Servian govern­
ment to our recent communication 
did not meet -with ou# expectations,” 
he said. “We desired in the most ac­
commodating manner to offer Servia 
our hand to enable Servia to express 
herself in a correspondingly clear 
manner regarding the change of her 
policy concerning Bosnia and Herze 
govina and in the matter of the con­
tinuation of our economic relations.

Calgary, March 17.—The nomina 
tion papers of A. J. Robertson, Con­
servative candidate for Nanton, are 
irregular, and it is probable that they 
will not be accepted by the returning 
officer and if accepted tha tthey will 
be rejected later. The election law 
provides that the nomination paper 
must be signed by four voters, but 
Mr. Robertson’s papers were signed 
by three voters and by a fourth who 
was not a voter.

C.N.R. IN NORTHERN -ONTARIO.

for LandMackenzie Will Build Line 
and Cash Bonus.

Toronto, March 16—The Canadian 
Northern railway is to ask the Ontario 
government for a subsidy of 7,500 acres 
a mi-le and $8,000 cash a mile for build­
ing the extension of its road from Sell- 
xvood north of Sudbury to Port ArthOr. 
a distance of 530 miles. This means 
3.975,000 acres and $1,580,000 cash. Wm. 
Mackenzie, president «of the railway, 
said tonight that "he considers the terms 
proposed very reasonable. He says the 
Ontario government is very anxious to 

up the north country which is 
the only clay belt in the wilderness and 
that the government has made overtures 
to the government to build the line.

“We indicated that if we could get 
anything reasonable we would open up 
the line,” said Mackenzie, adding that 
Premier Whitney hadn't yet intimated 
whether the terms proposed were satis­
factory.

Mackenzie is holding an interview 
with the premier this morning and the 
government's announcement,^ expected 
in a few days to give the Legislature 
time to diccuss the matter before the 
Easter prorogation.

To the G.T.P. grants were given by 
the Ross government of 6.060 acres a 
mile and a cash subsidy of $2.000 a mile. 
The Whitney "government reduced this 
afterwards to 3,000 acres and $2.WII 
grant, but relieving the companv of the 
unworkable “settler" clause in their 
agreement.

POSTAL DEPARTMENT STRIKE.

In France I* Effectively

Tying Up

Parie, March 16.—The general strike 
of telegraph, telephone and postal em­
ployees of the state was not fully effec­
tive this afternoon, but the men. although 
at their posts, effectively tied up the 
service, doing little or no work. Early 
this afternoon it was apparent that the 
strike was extending. Mail trains are 
inadequately equipped and in some in­
stances they had to be abandoned. . It 
was admitted that telegraph communica­
tion with Vienna, Geneva, Frankfort, 
Berlin, Marseilles nd Milan was inter­
rupted and that there was groat delsfy 
in communication with London. Letters 
and telegrams from the provinces are not 
delivered. The measures proposed by 
M. Simyan have been unanimously ap­
proved by thé cabinet. The government 
shows no signs of yielding. On the con­
trary,' M. Simyan, under secretary of 
posts and telegraphs, announces that such 
a revolt on the part of the servants of 
the state cannot be tolerated. Every 
oScial refusing to work nr disobeying the 
regulations will be dismissed without 
the usual appearance before a court of 
discipline. There is reason to balieve 
that the cabinet will forbid further meet­
ings of postal employees temporarily on 
the ground that such gatherings endan­
ger the public service.

Deputation Wants Amendments to 
Shipping Laws.

Montreal, March 16.—A deputation 
from the Winnipeg board of trade ar­
rived here today on its way to Ottawa, 
where the members will interx-iexv Sir 
Richard Cartwright. asking for an 
amendment to the Manitoba grain act, 
to provide for the insurance of grain in 
elevators from other losses than fire, and 
also to protest against the new bill of 
lading adopted by the Dominion Marine 
association in which ship owners decline 
liability for more than a small loss in 
weight of grain cargoes. Th? grain men 
contend that if they secure the amend­
ments regarding insurance of grain in 
elevators, it will make the new bill of 
lading unnecessary. They will be joined 
tomorrow by a delegation of the Mont­
real Corn Exchange, and will meet the 
minister of trade and commerce in the 
afternoon.

Cuban Negroes Want Offices.
Havana, Mar. 15—The executive 

committee of the negroes of Santiago 
province has addressed a demand to 
President Gomez to fulfil his "disre­
garded promise” to give 30 per cent, of 
the offices to negroes. The special 
session of the Cuban congress adjourn­
ed today without taking action on any 
important pending measures. The 
body will reconvene on April 4.

Bulletin Special.
Xanton, Mar. 16—P. J. Nolan, or 

Calgary, addressed two. meeting» in
t.ie interests of the Lifterai party yes­
terday. In the utv-riKKm. accompan­
ied by Jas. Millqr, of Moose J a XV, he 
spoke to a representative meeting of 
citizens of Staveley and district. Mr. 
Nolan’s visit to Staveley xvas oppor­
tune, as only the night before a dis­
charged government employee had 
spoken to the electors and had rashly 
charged that for his services in this, 
campaign Mr. Nolan was to be made 
croxvn prosecutor.

Mr. Nolan dealt with this man in a 
deserving manner. He first took 
pains to personally seè that this ex- 
government employee, xvhose name is 
Adamson, was invited to be present. 
He dealt with the charges in slashing , 
style. Although both this man Adam­
son and A .J. Robertson, ex-M.P.P„ 
xvere in the toxvn at the time of the 
meeting both declined to attend, 
claiming that other business required 
their attention. In spite of this, Mr. 
Adamson kept to h.is room on the ap­
pearance of Mr. Nolan and did not 
leave it to go to the dining room for 
hi* evening meal until the meeting" 
had b‘en in progress for some time. 
Both Messrs. Robertson and Adam­
son came in for a great deal of harsh 
criticism from the electors for their 
cowardly action in refusing to meet 
the man they had maligned on the 
public platform. W’hen cornered Mr. 
Adamson said lie had made the state­
ments on the strength of a message 
he had received from Calgary. Per­
sonally he knew nothing of the charge 
and that he would not have made 
such remarks only he was instructed 
to do so from Calgary.

“This man.” said Mr. Nolan in dis­
missing .the subject, “claimed he was 
too honest for the job he held, but he 
held on to it till he was-fired, and 
ofter he xvas <lismissed-he wrote a 
piteous letter saying he knew he was 
not big onbugli for the situation he 
held, hut xvouid be very glad of any 
other in any ■dep.rrttifcmt if ite*toould 
get it. Right noxv, instead of coming 
out like a man. he is sulking under 
the bed in his hotel despite .the fact, 
that we have almost begged him to 
come here and repeat the charges.”

Slander Charges Refuted.
Jas. Miller, who opened the meet­

ing, confined his remarks to .replying 
to other statements made by Messrs. 
Adamson and Robertson in the meet­
ing or the night before. He said that 
for an hour both speakers had done 
nothing but throw dirt. Mr. Adamson 
had openly stated that the premier 
was as clay in the hands of Hon. Mr. 
Cross, who, he said, xvas a man of 
only ordinary ability and decidedly 
questionable character. Also that the 
premier xvas suffering from mental 
aberration and was a fit subject for a 
lunatic asylum. Mr. Adamson had 
been very full of statements but had 
no evidence to produce when asked for 
the same. This, Mr. Millar claimed, 
was the dirtiest kind of campaigning 
and reflected a great deal of discredit 
upon the party xvho adopted these 
tactics. ■

“Liberal principles,” he said, “stood 
for the common people and the future 
and prosperity of this country lies 
with the common people.”

He cited the law reforms, educa­
tional and agricultural facilities, im­
provements in public works, etc., as 
examples of ihe work in favor of the 
general public, accomplished by the 
Rtftlierford government. Concluding 
his speech Mr. Miller asked all elect­
ors, who had the welfare of the pro­
vince at heart, to support the Liberal 
candidate, W. J. Glcndenning, on elec­
tion day.

Mr. Nolan, who is well known to a 
large number of electors, was warmly 
welcomed. He addressed the meet­
ing neither as a Liberal nor as a Con­
servative, but as a citizen of the pro­
vince with the interests of the- pro­
vince at heart. Addressing the elect- 
ors from an entirely neutral point he 
appealed to them as men endued with 
an ordinary amount of judgment to 
vote for the Rutherford administra- 
mum amount of good with the mini- 
imum amount of good wit hthe .mini­
mum amount of evil.

“It seems to me,” ho said, that 
the administration o’ the affairs of 
this province, since its inception, 
leaves little or nothing to be desired. 
Through the length and breadth of. 
this continent there is ,no man more 
respected or move thought of both by 
his political friends and enemies than 
Hon Mr. Rutherford, and the same 
can also lie said of his colleagues who 
have assisted him to administer the 
affairs of the province with credit t-o 
themselves and benefit to the province 
of Alberta.”
