Martel left there, the authorities ar-
rested forty gamblers. Stiff fines and
jail sentences Wwere imposed in the
cases of those responsible for con-
ducting the games. No attempt has
been made to re-open the gambling
houses. All places of businesg are
closed up tight on Sundays.

There is no danger cf a famine at
Dawson. Everybody is amply sup-
plied with provisions for the winter.
They can raise many vegetables in the
Yukon ,including potatoes, radishes,
celery and turnips. Mr. Martel in-
sists they -can beat the world in the
quality and quantity of lettuce that
grows here. All kinds of vegetables
are turned out of the hot houses, both
winter and summer. Grain dg¢es not
do well there. Some’ oats are 'raised,
but cut green for feeding purposes.
