FLEA FOR FINANCIAL SUPPORT 
OF LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

LONDON, April, 6.
Grey, premier Lloyd Ceo ge, Ad­

miral Beatty, former Premier As­
quith. Lord Robert Cecil aid John R. 
;iines, publish an appeal this morn- 
r.g in the London Times for one mil- 
ion pounds sterling “to keen fresh in 
f;,e mir.ds of the people of this coun­
ty the spirit and ideals which umder- 
y the covenant of the League of Na- 
ions." The appeal points out what 
he League of Nations Union already 
ias done in its educational campaign, 
t says that a million pounds sounds 
ike a large sum, but that if the Brit-

esources “the League itself will as- 
uredly wither and die, and if the 
.eague should die off, God help our 
•lildren, for no human agency can 
ave them from calamities to which 
lose of the late war will appear as 
je merest trifles.”

BERLIN, April 7.

The occupation of German cities in 
e neutral zone east of the Rhine by 
ench troops was denounced in an 
icial statement dealing with the in- 
lent here to-day. It is declared the 
ivernment did everything to prevent

easures in the Ruhr region.”

THE ONLY COURSE.
LONDON, April 7.

The French have taken the only 
right course after such warnings as 
|ihey had given the Germans, says the 
jLondon Times to-day, discussing the 
lvrench advance into Germany. The 
(hope is expressed by the newspaper 
(that it will not be necessary for others 
of the Allies to advance into the Ruhr 
district, “but should the conduct of 
[the German Government or its inabil­

ity to control general matters make 
it necessary, public opinion in Eng­
land, we are convinced, will insist 
that our French friends shall receive 
the fullest and heartiest of support 
from their British comrades in arms.” 
The Times says it notices with ex­
treme wonder the statements from 
■Washington and Rome that British, 
American and Italian Governments 
are standing aside, and that they had 
no objection to the German advance, 
provided the troops were to be with­
drawn when order was restored. “We 
go not know what the Italian Govern­
ment may or may not have decided,” 
the Times says, “and we know that 
unhappily America is reverting more 
and more to her old attitude of isola­
tion until at any rate the elections 
arc over, but in the "enforcement of 
the Treaty there can be no standing 
aside for England from her French 
ally.”

PREPARING FOR ATTACK.
Athens, April 7.

Greek troops bave been authorized 
by the Supreme Military Council of 
the Allies to advance to Asia Minor 
in anticipation of an eventual attack 
by Mustapha Kemal. They have oc­
cupied a strategic position east of 
the section they have held around 
Simierian according to a despatch to 
the newspaper Ethnos.

ANOTHER CONSPIRACY.
BERLIN, April 7.

A great military conspiracy, which 
was to have been a Bavarian parallel 
to the recent Berlin revolution, has 
been discovered in Munich, it was an­
nounced to-day.

PARIS, April 7.

Herr Geoppert, president of the 
German peace delegation, this morn­
ing handed Premier Millerand a note

DANISH PARLIAMENT OPENS.
COPENHAGEN, April 7.

The Folkethlng re-opened yester­
day with a large attendance. Premier 
Friis was loudly applauded and In his 
speech laid stress upon the fact that 
the cabinet would hold office until the 
general elections. He said that all the 
parties had agreed upon the speediest 
possible passing of the electoral bill 
to enable the holding of elections on 
April 22nd or as soon after that as 
possible.

JAPS WILL WITHDRAW.
HONOLULU, April 7.

The general commanding the Jap­
anese troops at Vladivostock inform­
ed the social revolutionists, a cable 
from Vladivostock states, that the 
troops would be withdrawn if the Rus­
sians would restrict the movement of 
the Koreans to Siberia and guard the 
railroads. No time for withdrawal of 
the Japanese was announced.

REDS DISPERSING.
BERLIN, April 7.

The advance troops of Reichswehr 
and shock troops entered the suburbs 
of Essen yesterday afternoon, and an­
other detachment occupied the Essen 
town hall last evening. Long columns 
of the Red Army in motor lorries and 
on foot passed through Elberfeld on 
Tuesday. Most of them surrendered 
their arms at Elberfeld. Others march­
ed into occupied territory, chiefly to 
Solingen, where they were disarmed 
by the British. Other insurgent bands, 
still armed, are wandering about the 
mountains. Five hundred insurgents 
were transferred by the British to a 
camp near Cologne. Railway traffic 
in the Essen region probably will he 
resumed to-day.

ON THE POLISH FRONT.
WASHINGTON, April.

Bolshevik forces on the Polish front1 
are being regrouped by fresh forces 
brought up, the Polish war office yes­
terday advised Major General Brynk, 
military attache of the Polish Lega- !

EXCHANGING PRISONERS.
PARIS, April 7.

Premier Stam- 
buliwsky, of Bulgaria, has announced 
that Bulgarian prisoners held in 
Greece will be repatriated immediate­
ly in exchange for a certain number 
of Greek subjects now interned in 
Bulgaria. Serbia has also consented 
to repatriate Bulgarian prisoners.
