A Compliment to Canadian Wheat 
Growing.—The Commissioner of Agri­
culture at Washington wishing a short 
time ago to import a superior article of 
wheat for seed, requested an Experienced 
farmer. Hiram Capron, Esq., of Paris, Ont. 
to forward h*m 150 bushels of spring 
wheat, for distribution as seed. The 
order was filled by Mr. Whitlaw, of the 
Elora Mills ; and part of the wheat was 
grown by Mr. Patterson, of Mary boro’, 
but the greater portion by Mr. Nicklin, 
of Neustadt, in the township of Garrick.

School Examination.—On Friday the 
20th March, the public examination of 
the pupils attending school in Section No. 
4, Nichol, took place. Mr Talbot, the 
teacher in this section, has had an 
tant for some time pest, the attendance 
being so large as to be beyond the power 
of any one teacher. As we had the riea- 
sure of attending Mr Talbot's examina­
tion in December lest, we can speak 
fidently of the progress made by the 
pile, since that time, under his able tuitlj 
—while the order, which was at that 
subject of remark by all, was equal! 
good now. This last feature makes it a 
pleasure to attend Mr TalbOt’s examina­
tions. During the examination, which 
lasted from 10 o’clock a. m. till after 4 p. 
m., several of the classes had to be omit­
ted for want of time. Those, however, 
that were examined bore ample testimony 
that neither they ûdr their teacher had 
been idle since last December. We took 
particular notice of several classes that 
had made rapid progress on the road to 
knowledge since last examination.. Chief 
among these were the classes in English 
History, the senior classes in Arithmetic 
and English Grammar, and a large class 
in Geometry, the most of whom were ex­
amined as far as the end of the first book 
of Euclid. At the close of the examina­
tion the boys and girls, respectively, read 
an address and presented their teacher 
with handsome Bible and Album, when 
after a few brief and appropriate remarks 
had been made by Mr Fordyce, ont wpr 
thy Superintendent, and others, the pro­
ceedings were postponed till 7 o’clock. 
At that hour the schoolroom was again 
filled, when a long programme of recita­
tions and dialogues was gone through by 
the pupils. Not the least entertaining 
feature of this part of the proceedings was 
a number of our most popular pieces of 
music, sung at intervals throughout the 
evening, by a choir of the pupils. An 
abundance of refreshments were carried 
round by the pupils at intervals through­
out the day and evening, to which ample 
justice was done. A very large number 
of parents and visitors was present, among 
the latter were several teachers, who as­
sisted Mr Talbot during the day. The 
proceedings were finally terminated at 
naif-past nine, by the singing of “ God 
save the Queen,” when all retired apj 
ently highly gratified.—Com.

Parliament of Canada.

Ottawa, March SI. 
Hon Mr. Carter introduced • Bill re­

specting the Militia and the defoneqofthe 
Dominion of

The Bill which he has the honour to 
introduce to the House divided the mili­
tia into active and reserved militia. The 
active militia was to be composed of vol­
unteers of the regular militia and of the 
marine militia. The reserve militia 
would become composed of the men who 
would not be called to serve in any one 
of these capacities. The militia in gen­
eral would be composed of the male in­
habitants of the Dominion between 18 
and 00 years of age, who would all be 
liable to be called out in case of a levy 
en nv&se. The militia would by divided 
into four Classes. The first Jwould com­
prise all male inhabitants between the 
ages of 18 and 30, unmarried, or widowers 
without children : the 2nd class would 
comprise those from 30 to 45 unmar­
ried or widowers without children ; the 
3rd class would comprise all male 
inhabitants from 18 to 45 married, 
•or having children; the 4th class would 
comprise the respectable class consisting 
of male inhabitants from 45 to 60 years 
of age. The Bill permitted the organiza­
tion of volunteers as under the existing 
laws. A certain time would be allowed 
within Which volunteers might enrol 
themelves, and then if the number was 
not sufficient, the bill proposed for the 
filling up of service compaies, so that the 
number of trained men throughout the 
Dominion should not be less than 40,000 
while at the same time the officers of the 
reserve militia, or such a proportion of 
them as the Governor-General might fix 
should he obtained to train along with 
the service company men. If any regi­
mental division did not furnish its quota 
of active service men by means of volun­
teering, then the necessary number 
of service men should be drawn by 
ballot from the regimental division. 
To make up the number to 40,000, Upper 
Canada would have to furnish 17,600 ; 
Lower Canada 18,500; New Brunswick 
4,000, and Nova Scotia 5,000. The BUI 
he now introduced provided that the ser­
vice companies enrolled foy active service 
should Serve for only two years, and that 
the volunteers should serve three years. 
The training to be exacted every year 
would be not less than eight days, and no 
more than sixteen, but any corps or com­
pany could drill on any days beyond this 
limit which might be agreeable to them, 
or which might be directed by their com­
manding officer. He went on to express 
hie opinion that the Imperial Government 
would be satisfied with the number which 
this biU provided should be trained for 
active service. He then enlarged on 
what might be accomplished by our 700,- 
000 militia men. Looking at the way in 
which the four millions of Southern 
whites are famishing, 400,000 fighting 
men had defended their country for four 
years against twenty-four millions of the 
north, who had put into the field during 
the war 2,600,000. The miUtary expen­
diture for the current year will amount 
to $1,431,000.

Hon. J. S. McDonald alluded to the 
measure of 1862 as showing the distaste 
of the people of Canada to being coerced 
into miUtary service. He beUeved that 
in the absence of danger the present or 
any other measure introduced would be a 
dead letter as regarded the mass of the 
militia ; but let danger once arise, and 
every man in Canada would be prepared 
to rush to arms in defence of his home 
and country.

Mr. Mackenzie said he had anticipated, 
from the known proclivities of the Minis­
ter of Militia, that he would have submit­
ted a very different bill from that which 
had been actually presented to the House. 
As that hon. gentleman had frequently 
declared that he never regretted anything 
he did, he had expected we would have 
had the famous Lysons bill presented 
again. He supposed the people generally 
would not be sorry that this expectation 
had not been realized. (Hear.) But tak­
ing a cursory view of the scheme as pre­
sented, he thought it was either too little 
or too much. It appeared to him that the 
sum of money to be appropriated was far 
more than enough to accomplish the 
results sought to be obtained.

London, March 81—The debate in the

is not stated.

London, March 81st—Despatches from 
the Continent state that tumults have 
broken ont in Grenoble. It It supposed 
they art occasioned by the enforcement 
of the new army law. No definite par­
ticulars have been received.

American Despatches.
Buffalo, April 1—Nicholas Smith was 

arrested yesterday and confessed to har­
ing set fire to eighteen different buildings 
in this city, within the past few weeks.

Indianapolis, March 31—J. J. Cridon, » 
merchant of Greenfield, was robbed yes­
terday, at Richmond, of $15,000.

Philadelphia, March 31—Wm Donovan 
was executed at York yesterday for the 
murder of Mr. and Mis. Squibb and their 
grand-daughter. He protested innocence • 
to the last.

San Francisco, March 81—The steamer 
China from Hong Kong, arrived yester­
day. A heavy failure occurred among 
the Chinese Customs banks, which was 
so bad there was no hope of foreigners re­
covering their losses, though the Ameri­
can and English Consuls had addressed 
the Viceroy on the subject. The United 
States consulate and all its archives, at 
Foo Chow, had been destroyed in a great 
fire there.

Advices from Yokohama state that Sat- 
suma attacked the Tycoon at Osaca, and 
after four hours fighting, the Tycoon was 
driven to his ships and went to Yeddo. 
All the foreign Legations were pillaged 
and burned. The foreign Legations have 
all left Yeddo, being notified that a battle 
would take place m a few davs., The 
Japanese town of Karogama had beee 
burned, with loss of two and a half mil­
lion dollars. A large number of high 
officials had been beheaded for treachery, 
and a great many on account of the Ty­
coon's misfortunes had committed Hari- 
kari. The Tycoon had been declared an 
outlaw.

New York, April 1st—Heralds special 
says the financial exhibit that will be 
made by the public debt statement for 
the month, looks lew encouraging than 
It did a week ago. Froifepreeent appear­
ances, instead of a small redaction of the 
debt, it is thought that a considerable 
increase will be shown.

The Tribune's special says the House 
has obtained possession of very important 
documents touching Mr Johnson’s oppo­
sition to the reconstruction measures of 
Congress. It is said that members have 
the original despatches which were sent 
by Mr Johnson to prominent officials in 
the South, military and provisional gov­
ernors, and others, urging them to use 
all the fneans in their power to defeat the 
legislation of Congress, all of which the 
managers will adduce on the trial.

Of course an eleven might 
be selected from all Canada that might 
defeat the Peninsular or Cincinnati Club, 
but the assertion that such an eleven 
could beat any in the United States re­
ceives a plump denial in the result of the 
international matches played annually. 
The Prince Consort’s Rifle Brigade Club 
is probably the beet in Canada, though it 
is no more a Canadian organization than 
the All-England Eleven. The St George 
Club of New York beat the crack Cana­
dian Clubs ; and the Peninsular Club, of 
Detroit, has annihilated the strongest 
clubs in the Western section of Ontario.”

Tribune says:—The Committee on 
Elections have virtually decided the 
Utah delegate case today. Mr. 
Hooper will lose his seat on the gen­
eral ground that Mormons are organ­
ized into a community hostile to the 
Government of the country. In the 
testimony which was taken yesterday 
morning, it was sworn that Hooper is 
an Elder in the Mormon Church, and 
that such officers are obliged to take 
what is termed the endowment oath. 
Affidavits were read of men who had 
taKen the oath, showing that it re­
quires those who take it to hate the 
United States Government, to do all 
in their power to overthrow it, to 
teach this sentiment to their children, 
and to impress it on their dying beds. 
Mr. Chanler of New York has been 
selected to draw up the report, and he 
is known to favor the uprooting of 
Mormon rule entirely. ,
