JURY RETURNS AN

The names mentioned in the adver-
tisement as the mew incorporated
company are only formal, but it ap-
pears that Parker and Clark of Tor-
onto, are the solicitors for the new
company. The charter, as advertised,
gives very wide powers, and ‘the new
company will be enabled to start real
estate business, buy up all the lumber
and other businesses in the province,
build telegraph and telephone lines,
and numerous other things.
