Funeral of Sir Frederick Bruce.

Boston, Sept. 24,1867.
The funeral services over the remains of 

the late Sir Frederic Bruce, the British 
Minister, who died so suddenly at the 
Tremont House, took place in the 
Trinity (Episcopal) church in this city 
this forenoon. The attendance was very 
large, and the exercises, consisting of the 
simple Episcopal service, were very brief 
and impressive. Asa mark of respect to 
the deceased, the office of the British Con­
sul was closed, flags on the city, State 
and general government buildings were 
displayed at half mast, and the bells of 
the city churches were tolled during the 
progress of the services.

Among those present to pay the last
