sovernment saw fit, at the instance of
the Imperial authorities, to enlarge these
fortifications. To do that, they had to
close up one or more of the roads that
had already been made there. I may
say that the site where these lots were
bought is one of the most beautiful in
the province of British Columbia. It is
a splendid site for houses, and these gen-
tlemen bought for the purpose of build-
ing residences there. It is close to the
sea shore, and close to the main road,
and there is a magnificent view across
the Straits to the snow-capped moun-
tains beyond. This matter has been go-
ing on now for five years. The first
claim was made in 1894, and sipce then
several more claims have been made.
In the meantime, two or three claims
were adjudicated upon before the hon-
orable gentleman took charge of the de-
partment, and the then minister of mili-
tia and defence, Mr. Dickey, I think it
was, referred the matter to the Minister
of Justice, and, acting upon his opinion,
he paid these claims. But these gentle-

men who are now making a claim are}’

in precisely the same position as those
who were settled with, and, to my mind,
they have a very strong case for com-
pensation from the government. The
reason that they claim compensation is
that on these fortifications which have
been built very large guns have been
mounted; there are three 6-inch, quick-
firing guns, and the concussion of their
discharge makes it very dangerous for
any houses to be built near there, as
the windows are liable to be broken.
It has been contended, I believe, by the
district officer commanding there, Col.
Peters, and also by Maj.-Gen. Herbert,
who has been out there, that this is
not a.good case for compensation. I con-
tend that if a man buys a lot and the
zovernment steps in and builds fortifica-
tions 8o close to him that he cannot oc-
cupy his house without having all the
windows broken, he has a good claim for
compensation. Besides, when the forts
were built, one or more of the main
drives around the point were closed, so
that the owners of the adjacent property
could not drive around the watef<front;

and will, T have no [doubt, prevent intend-
ing builders of homes from completing
their former intentions in this direction,
and thereby throw upon their hands certain
lots as comparatively useless.

The taking away of the streets and en-
larging the fortifications has destroyed the
broperty altogether for the purpose for
which it was bought. We are perfectly
satisfied with our purchases, owing to the
beautiful situation and its nearness to the
city, and at no distant date it would have
been a good investment. Had any of us
ever dreamed that we were purchasing
land where fortifications were to be erected
Wwe should have selected another location.
I'he Hudson Bay Company sold the pro-
perty for residential purposes, and to in-
duce purchasers to build they offered a
bonus of 20 per. cent. to those building
houses costing not less than $4,000.

The closing of the streets and enlarge-
ment of the fortifications has completely
altered the appearance of the place, whilst
the privacy, as a residential locality, has
completely disappeared.

The next letter was from the secretary
of the department of militia and defence
to Major A. W. Jones, their agent in
British Columbia, who was asked to re-
bort on the claim. I will read only
4 portion of Major Jones’ report:

_There is no doubt, however, that the peti-
tloners, ag set. forth in their letter of the
13th March, addressed to Messrs. Prior and
BEarle, have sustained serious loss, but -to
what extent intrinsieally is a very diffieult
matter indeed for me or any one else to de-
cide upon.

Then they go on to say:

It might be argued—and as.it is in cer-
tain cases—that vibration due to the firing
of guns will interfere with the windows of
houses, and probably cause other structural
injuries; but, from what we are advised

We may say here to’ show how fal-
lacious is their argument in this case,
that before these guns are fired the au-
thorities now send word to the people in
the few houses which at present have
been built, to open their windows, be-
cause a great many have been broken
when they have fired these big guns.
They go on to say:

Judged by this standard, we cannot see
any legal liability towanis Mr. Reford;
but, assuming his lot suitable for residen-
tial purposes, which, as we have before
pointed out, we cannot admit it is possible
that Mr. Reford might succeed in substan-

tiating a claim for damages; but, in our:

opinion, damages would not be very large;
and in view of the fact that the Crown
would be put to a certain amount of costs
if a contest arose, we are of opinion that
it would be advisable to offer without pre--
judice a sum equal to ms{)er ceht. on the
actual amount pald, exclusive of taxes and
incidentals—an exceedingly liberal offer,
Although the lawyers of the depart-
ment say that they do not think this
gentleman, Mr, Reford, has' a legal
claim, they take care to advise the gov-
ernment that the best thing they could
do would be to pay him 20 per cent. The

On_a report dated 22nd April, 1896, from
the Minister of Militia and Defence, stat-
ing that a number of the proprietors of
lands adjacent to the new works of de-
fence at Esquimalt have preferred claims
for compensation for damages to their pro-
perty, caused by the erection of the said
fortifications. That these claims have been
examined both by the local agent of the
Department of Militia and Defence and the
agents of the Department of Justice. That
there.is no doubt that an equitable claim
for damages has arisen in the matter. and
that the amount which should be paid has
been carefully considered.

The Minister, concurring in a report
which has been made by.the Department of
Justice, recommends that each such cloim-
ant should)be offer without {)rejualce.

spective properties, with interest added to

You have the report of our agent, sub-
gesting a basis for settlement, and if you
do not consider the proposal satisfactory,
it would be well to have the amount of
compensation determined by.the court.

Now, this is what I want to call the
particular attention of the honorable
 gentleman to. It seems to me that the
only fair thing for him to do is not to leave
this matter to Major Jones, or to any
one in his department, for they seem to
be at cross-purposes, but to allow these
persons to have their cases tried in the
Exchequer court, giving them all the as-
sistance possible to bring the matter to
a conclusion,

The Minister of Militia and Defence—
Have they asked for it?

Col. Prior—No, they have not asked for
it, because they think that since you
have given compensation to two or three,
and they are all in the same position,
you should give the same to them. This
goes on to say:

Mr. Reford has been for years endeavor-
ing to obtain a settlement, and he has
written this department time and time
again about the matter. May I therefore
ask you to expedite the matter as much as
possible, and inform me within a few days
.what your department intends to do so

NELSON.

The contract for the erection of the
Burns block was signed yesterday. The
contract is in the mneighborhood of
$20,000, and the building is to be com-
pleted by October 20.

A report was brought to town yester-
day afternoon that a man had been
heard calling for help on the side of the
mountain across the lake from Nelson.
W. H. Bullock-Webster, chief of the
provincial police, sent a man across the
lake to investigate, and in .company
with N. Hoover, of the Hamilton Pow-
der Company, climbed up to the place
from which the cries appeared to come,
but could find no trace of the man.

N. Craig, accountant in the Merchants’
Bank of Halifax, has been transferreds
to the Rossland branch, and will leave
Nelson on Tuesday morning.
~ Albert Maslonka is in a state of great
wrath and indignation because he has
been robbed of $300. It appears that
three or four days ago a Russian came
to town from the States and became ac-
quainted with Maslonka, and though a
tailor by trade, the two were going into
partnership. The Russian said he was
expecting money, and in ‘the meantime
Maslonka lent him $5 on the security of
a gold watch. Yesterday Maslonka
made a payment of $50 on some goods,
and had $300 besides in his cash-box in
a desk, where the watch was also placed.
In the afternoon the Russian was en-
gaged in moving boxes into an adjacent
building which Maslonka- had rented,
when the latter went out for a few
minutes. When he returned the cash-
box was broken open, the Russian was
gone, and likewise the $300 and the gold
watch. Maslonka immediately laid in-
formation, and describes ‘the thief as a
Russian, speaking fairly good Enghsh,
of medium height, light complexion and
heavy light moustache,” He weighs
about 160 pounds and is" dressed in- a
light brown coat and vest, grey trousers
and tweed ecap. His name is unl;nown.
Maslonka offers $50 reward for his cap-
ture, but not contént with that, intends
going on the warpath himself. The
Russian would do well to keep out of his
way.—Tribune,

VISITING PRELATE.

Archbishop Machray,’ Primate of Can-
ada, a Guest at Bishopsclose,

One of Canada’s most distinguished
prelates, Archbishop Machray, of Ru-
pert’s Land, and Primate of All Canada,
is spending a few days in the city as a
guest of Bishop Perrin. The Arch-
bishop is now 68 years old, but carries
his age well. He was born in Aber-
deen, Scotland, and at the age of 24

entered the ministry, after a brilliant
course at Aberdeen and Cambridge uni-
versities. TIn 1865 he was ppointed
Bishop of Rupert’s Land, haying pre-
viously been dean of his college and
vicar- of Madingley. At that time his
diocese included Manitoba, the North-
west Territories and a part of Ontario,
but later a subdivision was made and
‘Bishop Machray became Metropolitan
of the new province of Rupert’s Land.
‘When the Anglican churches of Canada
uniled in 1893 he was elected primate of
Canada. He has taken a prominent
part ineducational affairs, being one of
those who started the University of
Manitoba, of which he is now chancellor.
He is also warden of St. John’s College,
Manitoba; chairman of the provincial
board of edueation; a member of the
advisory board for Manitoba of the
government department of education;
and professor of ecclesiastical history
and liturgiology in St. John’s College.
Degrees of many colleges have been
conferred upon him, and in 1893 he was
appointed prelate of the most distin-
guished Order of St. Michael and St.
George.

ESQUIMALT GARRISON.

New Strength to Date From 1st of Oe-
tober — What the Dominion
Pays.

When the Dominion parliament was
discussing the estimates on the item of
$109,000, for the defence of Esquimalt,
the Minister of Militia explained the
changes in the garrison arrangement
recently effected between the Imperial

and Canadian autborities. The amounts
required under the new arrangement, he
said, were as follows:

In a continuance of the present agree-
ment for three months to Septembér 30,
1899, in regard to the pay and allow-
ances of a detachment of Royal
marine artillery, stationed at Esquimalt,
$12,000.

To provide .for the new agreement
with "the war department for = nine
months from . October 1, $97,000. The
amount of $87,000, the Minister explain-
ed, was required under the terms of the
following mew agreement, made with the
Imperial office, to take effect on October
1, 1899. The Dominion government is
to pay:, i ;
