Mr. Curtis moved the sécond reading
of an act'to amend the Provincial Elec-
tion Act. ‘The bill provides that an elec-
tor shall be disqualified from voting by
ceasing to reside in'the district for one
month iniinediately prior to polling day,
and gives the collector of votes power to
strike the names of such persons off the
list. It also provides that ‘at general
elections nominations shall take place on
the same day throughout the proviuce.

Hon. Mr. Eberts pointed out that there
were two courts of revision- every year,
and there was ev&y opportunity for hav-
ing the names of persons improperly on
the list struck off. = The amendment
would debar any person from voting who
‘had been absent on business for a mounth
or part of a month prior to election. The
other provisions of the bill were also
covered by existing law.

The second reading was defeajed on a
vote of 18 to 8. * g

MUNICIPAL ELECTORS.

Mr. ‘Curtis ‘moved the second reading
of a bill to amend the Municipal Hlec-
tions Aet.  The bill provides that any
male or female, being a British subject
ard 21 years of age, who has paid all
taxes due on or before ‘December 1,
shall be entitled to vote for mayor and
alderman. - Tt-also provides for the com-
pilation of the voters” 1list, removing
names from list, and the declaration of
@ voter whose voté may be challenged.

Mr. Oliver moved the six months’ hoist,
as the bill ‘'was practically eovered by
the bill prepared by the Municipal eom-
mittee.

TRANSPORTATION.

The bill was intended to compel railway
and “steamship’' companies to give free
transportation to-every member of the
legislative ‘assembly; and in case of its
dissolution, for three months thereafter
to every person who was a member of it
at the time of its disselution: to every
judge of the Supreme court and County
courts of the province: To the survey-

lor and inspector of reyenue, and to the

assessor of taxes for the province. 'Rail-
way companijes, to furnish lists annually
to the Provincial Secretary of all persons
to whom free transportation is issued.
Any compary failing to issue such trans-
portation or to make such returns shall
libe liable to a fine of $500 in each case.
« Mr. Curtis argued that by making it
compulsory en railway companies to is-
sue transportation to the persons named
would remove any suspicion of members
of the legislature, judges or tax collectors
being ' under an obligation to the com-

anies.

CHINA MUTUAL
FLEET SOLD

A Big Organization Formed to
Carry On Trade With the
Orient. -—

From Our Own Correspondent.

Seaftle, Wash.. May 20.—News was re-
ceiyed: here today of the sale of the
IGhina<Mutual Heet of Steamers, consist
ing of the Hyson, Yang Tee, Ching Wo,
Kaisow, Kintuck, Moyune, Ning Chow,
Oanfa, Oolong, f’aklin, Teenkai and
Ping Suey to Alfred Holt, of Liverpool,
the consideration being $2,600,000.
consolidation of all the steamers operated
by the Northern Pacific Steamship com-
pany, the Great Northern and the Bos-
ton Steamship company will be made, it
ig stated, and be all operated as one fleet
with headquarters, at Seattle, the North-
ern Pacific railway still loading its
steamers' at Tacoma, however.

The schedule will be as follows: South
China line, steamships Victoria, Tacoma,
Olympia, Tremont, Shawmut and Lyra.
This will be known as the Northern Pa-
cific fleet. “On the North China run will
be the steamships Hyades Pleiades and
the Great Northern liners as soon as
those craft are in service, which will be
this fall.

The ' stéamers Clavering, Braemar,
Duke of Fife and Glenogle, which are
now operated from Tacoma by the North-
érn ‘Pacific will be dropped. These steam-
ers have been under charter and the
charters have about expired. Some of
them will remain in service for the re-
mainder of this year, however. Five new
steamers will be added to the fleet, viz.,
Pleiades, Shawmut, Lyna, Hyades and
Tremont. The SHawmut, which was
launched in April, and the Tremont,
which is under construction, have a
capaeity of over 18,000 tons.

The new vessels to be added this fall
to the Great Northern fleet are the lar-
gest afloat, having a carrying capacity
of 28,000 tons. The Great Northern is
beginning extensive docking improve-
ments at Seattle to accommodate these
ships.  These changes do not affect the
Nippon-Yusen-Kaisha, which will he op-
erated as heretofore.
