MEANS SUSPENSION OF WORK.,

Failure to Agree Will Throw 45,00
Miners Out of Work.

i Altoona, Pa., March 29.—The opera-
tors and miners of the central bitumin-
ous district of Pennsylvania, after being
in conference here almost continuously
since March 16, endeavoring to agree
upon a wage scaie to go into effect April
1, adjourned finally today without com-
ing to an agreement. The failure to
agree means a suspemnsion of work by
the 45,000 organized miners of the dis-
trict at the end of the present month,
‘When the joint scale committee met to-
day, the operators stood upon their prop-
osition for a ten per cent. reduction for
the first half of the approaching mining
year and the present scale, based upon
62 cents for pick mining, for the second
half of the year. The miners’ ultima-
tum demanded a renewal of the present
scale for the full year. No agreement
being possible the scale committee ad-
journed finally. The action of the min-
ers on the committee was approved by
the miners’ convention, which then ad-
journed.

MR. CHAMBERLAIN’S PROPOSALS.

Another Motion ai;red in Commons
Condemning Fiscal Programme.

London, March 29.—In the House of
Commons tonight, Mr. Osmond Williams
(Liberal) offered a motion deeclaring that
in the opinion of the House grave injury
would be caused to the shipping industry
and other industries dependent thereon
by the adoption of the fiscal charges pro-
posed by Joseph Chamberlain.

Both the mover and Mr. Denny, the
seconder of the resolution, referred to
the condition of shipping and shipbuild-
ing as an argument in favor of free
trade. The speakers said that British
shipping and shipbuilding would be ruin-
ed by protection. g ;

Mr. Maclver (Conservative tariff re-
former) opposed the resolution on behalf
of the shipping interests of Liverpool.
Immediately after making his speech Mr.
MaclIver left the House. He pointed
out that American duties on shipbuilding
materials were reimbursed in respect of
vessels built in the United States for the
foreign and coasting trade. He said
the reason America did not build more
ships was because of the higher wages
prevailing in America.

American Bounty lHusory

Mr. Rea (Radical) in responding said
that witnesses before the shipping com-
mission at Washington had 4estified that
drawbacks on shipbuilding material were
illusory, ‘and ' he statgd'that statistics
showed that Great Britain was not los-
ing her position in the shipbuilding
world.

NOT GOOD INDIANS.

Sheep Stealing and Smu gling Laid to
Credit of Innocent Aborigines.

Complaints are again much in evi-
dence with respect to the predeliction
of the.Indians frequenting the islands
of the Gulf for sheep’ which are not
their own—also that Indians are doing
more than the usual amount of smug-
gling from Neah Bay to the rancher-
ies of the West Coast, to the great dis-
advantage of the coast storekeepers
and the merchants of this city. The
customs have time and again warned
the Indians in this latter regard; so
have the officials of the Indian depart-
ment; and so have the provincial po-
lice. The Indians canhot be made to
understand the intricacies of tariffs,
however, and stern measures are re-
garded as necessary before the evil is
checked. b

As for the campaign against the
sheep of Gulf island settlers, the fol-
lowing letter received by Captain Clive
Phillipps-Wolley, J. P., from E. Pye,
of Shoal Bay, is interesting :

“Knowing you to be a justice of the
peace for the Islands and looking after
the farmers’ interests, I write to inform
you that I missed four of my sheep on
the 10th of the month. I visited the
Indian houses in Canoe Passage and
saw the heads of two sheep. The
heads were skinned. Likewise a quan-
tity of wool around the small houses
belonging to the Indian’s sons. The
wool was the same kind as my sheep
had—the fine, long kind. I have often
missed one, but this is the first time
I have lost four at a time. Lumley is
investigating the case, but that is all
the proof we have, as they had been
killed@ some time ago and the meat has
disappeared. Hoping you will notify

the proper authorities, etc. . . .
N. B.—These Indians keep. no sheep,
but all the principal thefts have oc-
curred in a small area, of which their
place is the centre. A big potlach, at-
tended by all the Cowichans, has just
taken place there.”

‘ . season is expected'to mark
the introduction of motoring in Victoria
in a real sense. It is true the citizens
are getting familiar with the speetacle
of sn auto party going along the lead-]
ing thoroughfares; but still.the sight is
sufficiently new to compel people to turn
their heads and watch the newest vehicle
out of sight.

But ‘before long auto cars promise
to be as common-on the streets of Vie-
toria and the country radiating from this
city as the bicycle, and no more of a
novelty. Certainly:this season will wit-
ness the pleasure being indulged in by
a constantly increasing number.

Motoring Has Caught On

That this sport, for as such it is-now
generally classed, has at last “caunght
on” with Victorians is evidenced by the
number of motors that are owned in this
¢ity, and by the formation of an Auto-
mobile Club. Many prominent and
well-to-do citizens are amongst its mem-
bers, and if all do not own their cars
now, it is because orders already placed
have not been filled. !

At the present time there are at least
from 16°to 20 machines. from the aristo-
cratic touring car to the noisy and con-
ceited motor bicycle, owned in the city.
To these will be added, as already stat-
ed, within the next two or three weeks,
several ‘others of the latest pattern, some
of which will cost -about gS,OOO. This
is a very creditable showing for Vietoria.
It is not every one who can afford such
a luxury a8 a motor car, and the fact
that there are here so many citizens who
can indulge in this pastime gives an air
of prosperity to the city that is very gra-
tifying, and which must impress visitors
with the idea that Victoria is & distinct-
ly well-to-do community.

This sport means something to Vie-
toria. The idea that there is no ex-
pense attached to owning one of these
horseless carriages is only held by those
who do not possess one. The presence
of so many machines here means a very
considerable expenditure per month in
repairs, supplies, etc., which must have
a very marked effect upon local engineer-
ing shops and other lines of business.

An Infant With a Future

Motoring here is only in its infancy as
yet, ‘for it is safe to predict that before
this season is over there will be at least
fifty machines of one kind or another
pufiing and snorting in and around the
city.

But Viectoria is not destined to be a
centre for this sport simply for the
machines owned in the city, but for the
whole of the Pacific Northwest. There
is no country on the Pacific Coast where
automobiling can be enjoyed on better
roads in a more temperate climate and in
such charming natural surroundings as
in the districts around Victoria, and it
will not be long before this city will be
the Mecca of every enthusiastic “motor-
ist” on the Coast. ‘This is particularly
true of residents of Seattle and Tacoma,
and a considerable number of them own
machines. Splendid roads appeal to
these people, and as it only costs about

4 or $5 over, it is logical to expect to
see many Sound visitors in Victoria with
their cars for most of the summer and
a good deal of the winter.

The Tourist Association, it is under-
stood, intends making a feature- of this
sport during the year, and will endeavor
to put Victoria’s advantages in this re-
spect' before all who own cars in the
Northwest. ‘This class of business is
good for any city. ‘These visitors have
money and spend it freely.

Fashionable Summer Visitors

The recently formed “Auto Club” will
work in connection with the association,
and if by their united efforts the atten-

The two senators,
Choquette and Legris, failed to attend
to give evidence, and a report was
brought in exonerating him. This was
followed by _the Premier’s resignation
and the calling upon of Mr. Gouin, a
former colieague, to form a ministry,
whieh has been done.

EAGER FOR JAPANESE LOAN.

Proportion of Amount Over-subscribed
Ten Times in London.

London, March 29.—The portion of
the Japanese loan of $150,000,000 allot-
ted to London was well over-subscribed
within an hour of the'time of the open-
ing of the banks today. For an hour
before the doors opened throngs crowd-
ed the vicinity of the issuing houses,
and throughout the morning a steady
flood of applicants, among whom were
many women, taxed the staffs of the
banking establishments engaged to
deal with the rush. The first post
brought in many thousands of appli-
cations and enormous subsequent de-
liveries gave evidence of public inter-
est in the loan.

Subscriptions to the Japanese loan
close at 2:30 p. m., when it had been
many times over-subscribed. An in-
teresting feature was the fact that con-
siderable applications were received
from the continent, indicating a change
of views regarding Japan’s financial
stability. It is said that large sub-
scriptions came from Germany.

The issuing banks estimate that the
Japanese loan has been over-subsarib-
ed at least ten times. They think the
foreign applications alone fully cover
the whole amount.

The Loan in America.

New York, March 29.—Subscriptions
to the American half of the new $150,-
000,000 Japanese loan were formally
opened today. The syndicate managers
found themselves - overwhelmed with
applications. Wherever possible pref-
erence will be given to small investors
whose applications have come by mail
and telegraph from all parts of the
country. What proportion, if any, of
the loan will be allotted to French in-
vestors has not been disclosed.

OFFICIALS DENY OVERTURES.

Russian Authorities Say no Peace Pro-
posals Have Been Made.

St. Petersburg, March 30.—(1 a. m.)
—Officially the authorities continue to
deny stoutly that Russia has made any
proposals to Japan. This is literally
true, as Russia has only made known
the negative conditions, leaving the in-
termediary to convey these conditions
on its own responsibility to Japan.
Diplomats in St. Petersburg are con-
vinced that something is in progress,
but none of those in a position to know
will acknowledge that they are aware
what has actually been, or is being,
done.

The Novoe Vremya yesterday, for the
first time, admitted the peossibility ot
negotiations for peace. The Novoe
Vremya declares that the payment of
indemnity by Russia is utterly out of
the question, as it would be a. contri-
bution to build up the strength of Ja-
pan, and that Japan is not in a posi-
tion to claim indemmity. The paper
asks whether diplomats “who did noth-~
ing to prevent war’ will now turn their
aftention “to bringing the war to a
close advantageously to both combat-
ants.”
