The council of the Board of Trade 

met William Whyte, Second vice-presi­
dent of the C. P. R., attended by Capt. 
J. W. Troup, superintendent of the 
British Columbia coast steamship ser­
vice; H. E. Beasley, superintendent of 
the railways on Vancouver Island, and 
W. H. Robertson, general freight agent, 
at the Board of Trade rooms today to 
discuss the board’s requests for an im­
proved steamship service on the route 
between Victoria and the Fraser River 
and between Victoria and Comox. In­
cidentally the question of railway im­
provement on Vancouver Island was 
dealt with.

Speaking of the meeting. Secretary 
Elworthy said: “The principal object 
of the meeting was to press the claims 
of the board for proper steamship ser­
vice between Victoria and Fraser Riv­
er points, the board having pointed 
out to Capt. Troup that a special ves­
sel would have to be built for this 
route if the Service was to be main­
tained. The board’s representations 
were duly presented by Capt. Troup to 
the executive of the C. P. R during 
his recent trip to Montreal, and in con­
sequence of the executive not having 
acted, i*wae thought opportune to x 
advaintaSe of the presence ot Mr. 
liam Whyte -fn tfiis city to present the 
case of tile board to him personally.

Comox Service.
“The Comox service was also dealt 

with and strong representations made 
for improvement in the service and 
better rates on this route.

“The question of island railway ex-' 
tension then developed, the opportuni­
ty appearing too good to be allowed to 
escape, and the council of the board 
urged quicker progress being made In 
the Alberni extension and that the 
time had now arrived for making a 
commencement of the line to the north 
end of the island. The branch line to 
Cowich&n Lake was also referred to.

‘As might be supposed, Mr. Whyte 
was not in a position to make any def- 
inate pronouncement as to greater 
speed or the probable date of the com­
mencement of the line to the north end 
of the island, but his remarks afforded 
the highest degree of satisfaction, hie 
opinion of the possibilities of the busi^ 
ness of the C. P. R on Vancouver Isl- 
and being very optimistic.

Mr. Whyte stated that there was no 
part of Canada that could show equal 
possibilities with Vancouver Island 
and that on his present visit he would 
acquire all possible information and 
having done so would place his repre-* 
senatlons before his colleagues.

“Although nothing was specifically 
promised the members of the council 
were pleased with the interview and 
have every reason to believe that the 
recommendations made by them will 
receivê careful attention.”

Constantinople, April 15.—A mas­
sacre of Armenians is in progress to­
day at Marzina, a seaport of Asia 
Minor on the Mediterranean.

Enraged at the murder of two Mos­
lems by an Armenian and the fact 
that the assassin was not apprehend­
ed, the Mohammedan population of 
Marzina, which counts a total of 
ten thousand Inhabitants, took the law 
Into Its own hands and attacked the 
Armenian quarters, 
communities of Marzina are appealing 
to the consuls here for help.

The trouble at Marzina is in no way 
connected with the political upheaval 
at Constantinople of the last two days. 
It involves a recrudescence ot the Ar­
menian question, which is religious and 
racial, and has nothing to do with the 
international politics of Turkey. Th© 
Armenians and the Christians still 
have an independent church, with the 
chief of government at Constantinople. 
Marzina is thirty-six miles by rail 
louth-east of the city of Adana. It 
counts 6,000 Mohammedans and some 
3,500 Christians.

THE POLICE Seattle, April 15.—Four new and 
large steamships are being built on the 
Clyde by Andrew Weir & Co., for the 

of Frank Waterhouse & Co. of 
this city on their Pacific Coast line, 
operating between Seattle to the Ori­
ent and from Seattle and San Francis­
co to Australia. They will be on this 
coast in about 12 months, the largest 
coming direct to Seattle.

The announcement of the new 
steamers was made on receipt of cable 
advices from London, where Frank 
Waterhouse, president ot the Water-, 
house Company, left recently for his 
home in this country.

The Luserio and Numeric will be the 
names of the two vessels first finished 
and they will be among the largest 
and fastest on the coast. They will 
have a tonnage of 10,000 dead weight 
and 15,000 measurement and speed of 
15 knots. This will put them in a 
class between the vessels ot the Nip­
pon Yusen Kaisha and the steamship 
Minnesota of the Great Northern Rail­
way to Orient. They will be oper­
ated by Waterhouse & Co., with the 
Kumeric and Suveric now on the run. 
The other two new steamships for this 
company will be smaller and will prob­
ably be used on the line to the Anti­
podes. They will be of 8,000 tons 
dead weight and 12,000 tons measure­
ment. Suveric and Cymeric will be 
replaced by faster ones.

Hamilton, April 15.—Mr. and Mrs.

The na­
ture of their bustness was not learn­
ed, but In an interview Ernest Kin­
rade said he was going to persuade 
his father and sister Florence to bring 
suits against a number of newspapers 
for what they had printed about the 
case and also against certain persons 
who had circulated scandalous stories. 
He said that this was all the result of 
the theory of one man, and he also 
expressed the opinion that some of the 
officials had been bribed and that they 
were trying to shield sohae one else.

St. Petersburg, April 15.—Rear-Ad­
miral Gregorieff and Lieut. Smyrnoff, 
subordinate officers under Vice-Admir­
al Nebogatoff in the Russo-Japanese 
war, have been pardoned and released 
from confinement in the fortress of 
St. Peter and St. Paul. They were 
sentenced to death for surrendering 
their commands, but in view of extenu­
ating circumstances, their sentences 
were commuted to ten years’ im­
prisonment in a fortress. They began 
serving their sentences in 1907. It is 
reported that General Stoessel and 
Vice-Admiral Nebogatoff also will be 
pardoned shortly. Stoessel was found 
guilty by a court-martial of surren­
dering the fortress of Port Arthur to 
the Japanese, and is serving a sen­
tence of ten years’ imprisonment. Ne- 
bogsttiff was sentenced to be interned 
In, a fortress for ten years for sur­
rendering In the Battlq of the Sea of 
Japan.

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BLAMES RAILWAYS
FOR FOREST LOSS

Ottawa, April 15.—At a meet­
ing of the special committee on 
the preservation of Canada’s na­
tural resources this morning 
Hon. Clifford Sifton said that 
the railways were responsible 
for denuding the country of its 
valuable timer. It was decided 
that the former minister of the 
interior should see the Trans­
continental Railway Commission 
with a view to clearing rights of 
way of all combustible material.

The Dominion Railway com­
mission will also be applied to 
for a similar order In regard to 
the C. P. R, and provincial gov­
ernments controlling their for­
ests and railways will be asked 
to secure more adequate meas­
ures for protection against fire.
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
