* Has Been Overlooked. .
The proposition to erect & new registry
office, as practically approved of by t Pro-
perty Committee, is-being eagerly assed
in real estate, légal and Reform political
circies.

If it is in excess of $2500 and not exceedin,
$3000 he can retain 90 per cent,, not ex -
ing $3500 80 per cent., not exceeding $4000
70 per cent., not $4500 60 per cent,
out of all fees, no matter how large, over
above $4500 he may retain 50 per cent.
In these fees and emoluments are not in-
cluded any sums receivable from the muni-
cipality for the preparation of abstract in-
dexes, etc. :
