Coming dowa to par-
ticulars the Grits have never been able to
define just how their policy would operate
if put into practice. They could not do it
- in régard to Free Trade. Mr. Blake ad-
mitted Free Trade in Canada was impos-
sible. Their failare to give any rational
plan for working Commercial Union made
' the Grits appear ridiculous at the time they
were seriously ventilating that idea. They
are'equally unfortunate in detailing the
practical working of their so-called Tariff
Reform. In referring to the Policy they
confine themselveg to vague statements.
Mr. McCarthy and Mr. Laugier are alike in
this respect. They carefully avoid going
into details. They do not tell us what
their tariff reform really is or how it would
Work in with the revenue requirements of
the éouutry, or let us know how they would
raise their revenue, having regard for the
encouragement of native industries.

Were they to attempt to outline their
policy in-detail it would, we feel confident,
bear a wonderfully close resemblance to the
tariff now in force.

A shifting of
duties is possible, but a general all-round
reduction of any considerable amount is not
possible in view of the revenue we must of
necessity raise to meet current expendi-
ture. Whatever reductions are possible,
and whatever variations would be in the
general interests of-the public—this, we
take it, is the work ‘that the Government
has undertaken to détermine ‘between now
and the next session. At the present time
it is impossible to give any rational ecriti-
cism of McCarthy’s tariff ideas.

Members and Railway Passes.

The farmers of Cardwell in their private
interview with Messrs. Foster, Wallace and
Wood are reported to have complained that
the majority of members of Parliament,
while they drew mileage at the rate of ten
cents a mile, accepted and used railway
passes. The World has long ago directed
attention to this abuse. Therf are two
ways of curing it : First, by a law prohibit-
ing passes to members under any pretence
