There 18 an increase .of oyer $900,000 in
the real property, a slight increase in in-
come, an increase of over $600,000 in per-
sonal property, or a total increase of
$1,500,000 in the whole assessable property
of the city of Toronto. i

Extensive reductions have been made in
the outlying districts to east, west and
north, but these reductions, extensive as
they may appear, have been more than
counterbalanced by the value of new build-
ings érected last rall and during the past
summer, and by an increase of assessment
in the heart of the city where last year’s
valuations have proved vo be low.

It will be noticed that the real
property in No, 6 Ward, representing that
section of the city west gof Dovercourt-
road, has beén reduced by over three-
quarters of a million dollars, and this,

The increase in personal property is made
plain when it is explained that the Toronto
Electric Light Company are assessed for
$300,000, the Toronto Incandescent Com-
pany for $400,000 and the Telephone Com-
pany for $100,000. These assessments are
now made for the first time.

To institute ;a fair comparison between
the assessment of 1893 and 1894 deduct
from the latter the sum of $2,000,000 for
new buildings, the alternative site, and gas
mains from ‘‘real property” and $700,000
from ‘‘personal property.” It will thus ap-
pear that the land valuation of the city has

een reduced by nearly a million.and a half

llars, and that the income and personal

property assessments remain nearly the
same as before.
