The Building Has Probably Never Belore
Held So Vast a Crowd.as Assembled
Within Its Walls Yesferday—Speeches

One of the most successful temperance
gotherings ever held in Canada was the
union meeting of the Canadian Temperance
League and the W.C.T.U. in the Pavilion
yesterday afternoon. From floor to ceiling
the immense building was packed, not an
inch of available space being left unoccu-
pied. Many who could not gain admittance
at the front went around to the stage en-
trance and crowded the dressing rooms and
mingled among the guests on the platform,
while a goodly number who were unable to
get within the building were forced to turn
away. i

Ameong those on the stage were represen-
tatives of the various temperance soeieties,

" the different churches and their working
organizations and &~ goodly corps of Salva-
tion Army soldiers. The gathering was
called a woman’s m g, and ¢ tly
the représentative temperguce Women-
workers of the city were present.  Among
these were Mrs, Macdonnell, Mrs. James
Forster, Mrs. Meredith, Mrs. Bascom, Mrs.

Among the gentlemen present were Mr.
James L. Hughes, Rev. Father Murphy of
Montreal, Rev. Mr. Patterson of Cooke’s,
Rev. W. F. Wilson, Brigadier de Barritt,
Drs. W. C. Adams aund Currie, Rev. Dr.
J. B. Smith and Wills, Messrs. J. 8.
Robertson, John Armstrong, J. B. Swees-
man, H. O’Hara, M. Gibbs, W.H. Orr,
James Dobson and Dan Rose.

Mr. James L. Hughes, who had been
elected chairman by the committee of the
Temperance Union, devoted his attention
for a few moments to the aspect of the tem-
perance movement in its relation to woman

- workers.

Rev. William Patterson, who spoke with
great warmth and force, was enthusiasti-
cally received. He felt in his inmost soul
that the liquor traffic was a curse, and so
long as God gave him breath he would ery
out against it. Every man, be he publican,
alderman bor commoner, must_ know that it
is a curse. There are people who pay that
it cannot be got rid of. Itis an evil, and
sinee it is an evil it can be got rid of.
Should we let this curse live because it

* helped to pay our taxes as some had pleaded

and were pleading? No, a thousand times
.'mo! Killit! It is always easier to mapage

a thing when it.is dead than whenit is living.

The Sunday Closing Act does not work suc-

cessfnlly on the continent, but it does in

Toronto. We enforce a law which prohibits
' on Saturday evemings, on Sundays and on

election davs. And so, if we only will,
>shall we be able to enforcea law for total
prohibition. The speaker urged all to be
up and doing, for what the temperance
cause had to fear was not the avowed and
open enemy, but the indifferent who, not
‘being with it, were against.

The speaker of the day wasdecidedly the
Rev. Father Murphy, who possesses all the
wit, pathos and eloquence of the ‘“Ould
Sod.” From start to finish he swayed the
immense andience at his will. .

The rev. father said he was pleased asa
Catholic priest to be present with the
temperance people of Toronto, for he felt
that this day was destined to do away with
bigotry. He would not speak long, as
eight “weeks’ incessans campaigning had
worn him ount. In a few words he answered
the arguments of Prof. Goldwin Smith and
D’Alton  McCarthy against prohibition,
pointing out that the prohibitionists did
not ask a man to abstzin from drink be-
eaure other men do, but because drink is
bad for¢ him mentally, morally and
physizally! These m®n said that under

robihition people would drink badzvhisky.

f men maust kill themseives, thea by all
bad whisky, since it
would do the business quicker than good.
Nine-tenths of all the crime in the
land came out of the whisky bottle. Do
away with itand then we would not have
these criminals to support. Hg had lived in
Maine and Vermont, and he knew that
prohibition was not a failure in those
states. If the temperance people would
win the day they should show as much zeal
in the cause as the politicians and ward-
heelers at election times, and go among the
people and work with the methods they
were accustomed to and which they ex-
pected. e

The speaker was much amused at the
good temperance ladies who waited on Sir
John Thompson to find out what he thought
of prohibition. 'He feared they did not
know politicians as well as he. His ex-
perience was that they were like legerde-
main men, ‘‘Now you have them and
now you don’t.”

Then the speaker rose to higer flights of
eloquence. The liquor tra ic was the
stumbling block of youth, the wreck of man-
bood and the despairsof old age; it kept the
do#for busy in his -offics, and the priest
weary at the confessional; it hid the face
of the angels and it was-the greatest
desecrator of God on earth, An eloquent
sppeal to the temperance people of the city
to help those who could not help themselves
eclosed the uddress,

The prolonged and enthusiastic applause
which sunswered the speaker when he
rosumed his seat showed that the sound
grncucu_l earnestness of the Catholic priest

sd won the sympathetic heart of bis Pro.
testant audience,

‘As hestood
at the wharf’s edge what can be more
probable, in view of his happy home life,
bis honorable, manly character, his steadfast
yet unpretentious Christisvity, and the con-
fider.ce and esteem with which he was held by
all who kuew him, than that in moving his
foot slipped or that sudden faintness caused
hisfah? J

T'he reason of his making no effort to save
himself whilst in the water was reyealed by
the bruise found upon bis temple, hen his
bead struck the ice counseiousness, perhaps
life itseif, fled. Does not this wound also
prove that death was accidental, from the
body falling head first upon the compara-
ttvely thin ice, through which the voluntary
suicide would have jumped to his doom?

When s man like J. R. Clarke meets a
sudden death it is but simple justice to his
cherished inemory, to those who bear his
name and all who mourn his loss, that his
death should be read impartially in the light
of his life.

OPERATED ON A LION,

Nero Was Strapped to & Table While His
Broken Leg Was Ses,

[New York World.] '

The New York College of Veterinary

Surgeons had a new species of patient yes-

terday. It has treated horses, dogs and
cats by the hundred, monkeys by the score,
a bear, a deer, a fox and a kangaroo, and it
is now treating a parrot that is seriously
ill with pneumonia. Bu$ it never had a
lion before. The animsl, entered on the
patisnts’ book as ‘“Nero, felis leo, Africa,
14 months, partial fracture of femur,
brought'in,” is an iatelligent, young per-
forming lion, a member of a troupe now
appearing at a downtown museum.

He was bitten in the lefu hind leg by one
of the older beasts about & month ago, and
the wound was healing nicely when he
was bitten by his old enemy in the same
place last Tuesday. His trainer went to
the college yesterday morning and begged
Dr. Henry Amling, the house surgeon, to
come to the mussum and, take a look at his
pet. Dr. Amling found Nero in great pain,
and hesitated about going into the cage.
But the trainer assured him that Nero
would behave himself and the doctor risked
it. He found it as the trainer had said.
In fact Nero was intelligens enough to re-
cognize him as a friend, and did mot even
fare his teeth as the doctor felt the swollen
limb.

*“Why, he has a partial fracture of the
thigh ‘bone,” said Dr. Amling, “and I am
afraid ‘ that the knee joint is affected also.
You must have an operation right away.”
*So Nero’s cage was hauled out of the
building, put on a truck and driven to the
college, at No. 331 Kast Twenty-seventh-
street.

The occasion was doubly interesting be-
cause iv was the first use of a new véterinaty
operating table, purchased only a few days
ago. 1t is as complete, as comfortable and
as easily managed asthe latest thiag in
operating tables for human beings. It has
a broad surface of polished wood, which
stands at right angles to the floor. On it
are a mattrass and pillows, which can be
adjusted for the patient’s head and body.
Broad bands of webbing run across the
table with which ta comfortably bind the
patient, and when thizis attended to, one
man turns a crank, the table rises smoothly
in the air and comes to a horizontal position
onits platform. This platform revolves in
either direction, and ii necessary the table
gan be tilted to any angle on either side.

‘Butch,” Dr. Amling’s assistant, put a
rope around Nero’s neck and tried to hold
him while tho belts were being buckled,
Nero calmly bit the rope in two and started
off on snother tour of the room. His
trainer then hit upon the bright idea of

iving bim an iroh bar tc chew, and while
glcro was growling over it the belts were
securely fastenod.

Nero gave one wild howl as he telt himself
going up in the air, but became quiet when
vhe table utom)ed and he found himself
lying comfortably on his side. The doctors
gave him a hypodermic fnjection of four
grains of morphino and thon injocted
plenty of cocaine about the injured limb,
"Then they reduced the fracture, after find-
ing that the knee jolut had not ulcernted,ns
they had feared,

1'he hurdest part of the operation was the
bapdaging. It was a puzzle to find u
bundage that would stay placed, would be
stiff and also light, They put splint on the
outor part of the thigh, ran  bundages from
there around his loins and fastened these to
bundages leading from n collar about his
neck, 'Then the leg dressing was conted
with glue till it becanie like & bosrd,

Nero seemed Lo fuel no pain and was 8o
grateful that he licked a piece of skin off
Flbuteh’s” knuokle, He was driven hick
to the musenn, and if no secident voeurs Lo
the bandages he ought %o be able to resums
liis performatiees in abont six weeks,
