Cobourg, Ont., Oct. 31.—A probably 
fatal shooting affair took place here 
last evening about 8 o’clock. Mr. H.F. 
Holland, a prominent lawyer of Co- 
bourg had occasion to call at Lawyer 
J. Y. Crulckshank’s office about 8 
o’clock.

Upon entering, Mr. Holland was 
startled at finding Mr. Crulckshanks 
in a leaning position in a chair and 
apparently stunned.

When asked what was the matter, 
Mr. Crulckshanks managed to make it 
understood to Mr. Holland that Mr. 
John Phillips, an old resident of the 
town,.had walked into his office about 
ten minutes to 8 and deliberately 
fired two shots at him in quick suc­
cession. Phillips then turned and mak­
ing the remark: “I will finish you this 
time,” turned to go out.

Mr. Crulckshanks then said: “I guess 
you have finished me," whereupon 
Phillips turned and fired the third 
shot.

The first bullet struck Mr. Crulck­
shanks in the neck, fracturing his 
windpipe, the second one fractured 
his right cheek bone, while the third 
one fractured the right hand between 
the thumb and first finger.

Mr. Holland Immediately summoned 
Drs. O’Gorman, Watters and Brunet, 
and notified the police, who have been 
in constant search for Phillips ever 
since, but no trace of him can be 
fopnd.

The motive for the shooting is not 
yet known. At 12.30 to-night the doc­
tors report Mr. Cruickchanks In a very 
critical condition, but resting easily.
