It is best explained by taking the
Grand Trunk as an example, That road
goes to work and it prints & book of
tickets containing 1000, or 500, or 160, or
50 tickets, 20 op a page, and each tick-t
good for ouve mile. These little - tick-~t8
are smaller than postage stamps, 20 on &
sheet and perforated. You cau buy two,
twenty or a thousand of them and pay for
them at a fixed rate ; and the company on
its part is bound to accept one of them for
every mile you travel, You will not re-
quire to tell the ticket scller where you
want to go ; you will say give me a hun-
dred miles, or twenty miles, or a thousand
miles, and get on board and give the con~
ductor enough of the little gquares to carry
you to your destination, There will be
then no such a thing as lay over tickets or
trouble in getting tickets changed, or loss
through tickets not used—these little
tickets will be as good as money and
always current. The road on its jart will
be duly protected from scalpers and the
like, The new rtyle has received endorse-
ment of the better class of passenger
agente, of travellers, and has been adopts
ed on several western rods alicady.—To-
ronto Mail.
