way that I thought would be mislead-
ing, as# was represented as saying that
an acre of cranberries was worth $1,000
per year. While tbanking Mr, Cole-
wman for his very complimentarv notice
of my efforts in the oulture of small
fruits, I think be must bave misunder~
stood what I may have ssid to him»
whioh, if I remember rightly, was some-
thing like this: That in countries
where cranberries were oultivated ex-
tensively that a cranberry plantation in
full bearing had & ealeable value of
$1000 per acre, and I should consider
it a small crop that would pot be equsal
to such an investment. We have gath
ered from our orchard at the rate of 80
barrels per are, selling for 810 per bar-
rel, equal to $800 per acre, and a plot
of 20x24 feet to produce a barrel of
marketsble fruit. But it could ng§ be
supposed that large plantations are up
to this standard, which should be re-
garded as exceptional and not as a rule,

Revivisg Feoir Trems.~ Mr, S. D.
Pratt writes to the American lnstitute
Farmers' Club about the care of fruit
trees as follows: ‘ Remembering Prof.
Liebig's theory that when a. vegatable
is burned, the part which. came from
the air in the process.of its growth, re-
turns to the atmosphere, and the part
which came from the ground jsreduced
to ashes, I came to the conclusion that
ashes would be beneficial when applied
to the roots of the trees. They were
standing in the soil strongly inclined to
clay, with a turf around them that bad
not been removed for several years.
After pruning them properly, removing
every indication of, worms, etc., and
washing the body and branches with
soap-suds, I began operations below,
first removing the turf around the tree
for two feet, then with a garden-pick,
the ground was loosened from six to
