 How to Take Off a Hids.

The hides of farm siaughtered anis
mals bave 8 poor reputation, hecause of
the careless. way in which they are
stripped.  Calf-skins and sheep-pelts
are reduced oueo.lnll in value by boln'

ed. ‘When s bide is siripped . off, it
should be stretched at onoe, snd peg.
ged out to dry, with the flesh side up-
ward. If it is rolled up or thrown in s
heap and left todry in that.shape, it is
s0 mesanslookig that a buyer will offer
only half of its real value. A few
hints in regard to taking off a hide,
may be useful.  The throat should
never be slit oross-wise, either in ' kill-
ing or in taking off » hide. Thé skin
is slit from the ohin down the brisket,
in a straight line to the tail ; it is then
out around each hoof ; the hind legs are
slit bebind over the gambrel, but the
front legs are slit up in front, over the
knee. This leaves the skin in good
shape for finishing the leather. The
skin is then easily drawn off by taking
hold-of it firmly, and pulling itsteadily.
It is then spread out evenly on a floor
and salted with fine salt , If there is
but ome, it is best to stake 1t out ss
000 as the salt has taken, and dry at|9
once in a cool, shady place, If Lhere
are more than one, they are laid upon
each other and salted quite freely, and
afterwards they are thorougbly dried.
If the skins are to be kept on hand,
they sbould be closely watched for
moths or grubs.— American Agricultur-
st for August.
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Cooling the Cellars.

A great mistake is somtimes made in
ventilating cellars and milk houses.
The object of veutilation is to keep the
cellars cool and dry, but this abject
often fails of being accomplished by &
common mistake, and instead, the cel~
lar is made both warm and damp. A
cool place should pever be ventilated
uniess the sir admitted is cooler than
the air within, or is at least as _cool as
that, or a very little warmer. The
warmer the air, the more this moisture
is condensed and precipitated. When
a cool cellar is aired on a warm day,
the entering air being in motion appesrs
cool, but ss it fills the cellar, the cooler
air with which it becomes mixed chills
it, the moisture is condensed, and dew
is deposited on the cold waile, and may
often be seen running down them in
streams, Then the cellar is damp, and
soon becomes mouldy. To aveid this,
the windows should only be opened at

about twelve years.

lar is damp, it may be 'thoroughly
dried by placing in it a peck of fresh
lime in a small box. A peck of lime
will absorb about seven pounds, or
more than three quarts of water, and
in this way a cellar or milk-room may
soon be dried, even in the bhottest
weather.— American Agriculiurist - for

Feeding Horses.

Ignorance of the snatomy of the
borse leads horsemen into some very
grievous mistakes in the matter of feed
ing. Some people feed their horses as
if they thought the animal had no such
organ as & stomach, but that all the
vacantapace to be found in both chest
and abdomen after the heart, langs,
and a few more such little convenience
had been provided for was designed for
the reception of food.

Such feeding can only result one way.
The grain, the best part of horse's feed
is forced out of the stomach before it is
half digested and its place is taken by
the less nutritious portion of his diet.
A horse treated in this way, if hé bap-
pens to have a good strong appetite, is
apt to be reckoned a ¢ glutton,’ and ‘a
horse whoue feed appears to do bim no
good.! He 1s not allowed time to dis
gest hi» food, and of course it cannotdo
bim much good. Through irregular
work and overwork his digestive organs
in time become seriously impaired,

and what we have quoted above be-
comes true of him, but with proper
feeding such a misfortune would never
"have befallen him. Had he been al-
lowed time to digest his grain before
the hay was given him he wonid have
recetved the full benefit of the eight
-|quarts of oats, and at the proper time
the bay would have been useful instead
of detrimentsl to bim.

Anotber serious blunder which farme«
ers often make i feeding their horses
is that of crowding the hay rack or
manger full of bay every time the
horse is to be fed. By this praoctice
the bay becomes impregnated with
the horse's breath, atd oconsequently
unwholesome and uneatable.

Another mistake is to. feed s horse
heavily when he is fatiguned. Most
people think that no matter how tired

a horse happens to be, he may be fed

a liberal ration of grain, so long as he
is not too warm, This is & very grave

error, and results in tbe almost total

destruction of many valuable animals

every year. A tired horse is no more

fit to digest a heavy feed of grain than

& warm one.— Canadian Breeder.
