Early Spraying.

It may be doubted whether the old adage,
““A stitch in time saves nine,” will apply
with as much force to any other farm opera-
tion as it does to epraying, for with many of
the fungous diseases of plants, unless the
spraying is done before the plants are
attacked, it is a waste of time and materials.
And with all of the pests for which we spray,
either insect or fungus, prompt applications
at the proper time are necessary if they are
to be effective. Let every grower in the
Maritime Provinces, therefore, resolve that
this coming season he will practice the most
approved methods of spraying and then let
him carry out that resolve.

Thae first two pests which claim our atten-
tion are the oyster-shell bark louse and the
bud moth. If your trees are infested with
bark lice or if they are covered with moss or
old bark and look as though they needed a
general clearing up, nothing will do them so
much good as spraying with potash, either
the rock potash, which can be bought for
about 8 c. per pound, or with the leachings
from wocd asher. One who has never tried
it will be surprised at the wonderful im-
provement this will make in the appearance
and thriftiness of the trees. It cleans off
all the old bark or roughness of any kind,
thereby removing countless bark lice, insect
eggs and fungous epores, and it makes the
trees look almost as though they had been
varpished. Try it and you will have all
your neighbors stepping in to ask how you
did it. And the beauty of it is that what-
ever material is applied in this way will
eventually fiud its way iuto the soil, where
it will make the best of fertilizers for the
orchard. If you use the rock potash take
one pound to 3 to 5 gallons of water, and if
the leachings from ashes, that leached from
a barrel should make a cask or more of ex-
cellent spraying material. But there are
two precautions to be observed in applying
this potash. 1st—It must be done when the
trees are dormant, which meana that if you
are going to use it this year (aund that is what
you should do) it must be applied during the
present montb; and 2nd—Great care must
be taken not to get any of it on the hands or
any part of the person, as it is extremely
caustic and is likely to produce serious
results,

The bud moth, which seems to be very
troublesome in parts of the Province, is one
of the most difficult,pf insects with which to
denl. The eggs of this insect hatch in- the
late summer and the little worm produced
feeds on the leaves of the apple until about
helf grown when it stops feeding and passes
the winter in a half-developed atate, in little
cocoons or nests which may be found by
carefal investigation attached to the twigs of

the trees. In the spring, on the first signs of )

“HARTFORD.”
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growth in the orchard, the little worm gonaws
its way into the centre of the expanding
bud and there plays havoc with the prospec-
tive crop of fruit by eating the young bude.
Our object should be, thereiore, to prevent
the worm from getting into the bud, snd to
do this requires very careful spraying with
Paris green. Fshould advise sprayicg just
as the buds are opened sufficiently to sfford
a lodgment of the Paris green among the
points of the little leaves, and if the insect

| is very troublesome’l should spray a second

time a few days later whep the buds are

) fairly well opened, using for both sprayings

Bordeaux mixture with } lb.- of Paris green
to the cask, The Borueaux mixture will
adhere to the bude better than pure water
and: thus increases the ctance of keeping the
poison where it will do the most good. This
treatment may not effect the entire destruc-
tion of this pest, but I am confident it will
greatly reduce its ravages. And we must
remember that once the worm is inside the
bud, he is beyond the reach of sprays of any
kind.

For the past two years Nova Scotia has
been blessed with an sbundant apple crop,
while the world’s crop has been light and the
result has been high prices for our fruit and
“‘no questions asked.” We cannot hope for
this to continue indefinitely, but must be
prepared the comivg season Lo compete with
at least an average crop from the other apple
growing districts. And the best way to
prepare for this is to produce the best of
fruit. The best fruit grown in Nova Scotia
to-day can euccessfully compete with that
grown in any other section, and what we
must do is to make it all as good as the best.
Growers can do this if they will make a
united effort for better practices all through
the season and nothing will help more to ac-
complish this object than thorough spraying.
Will you do it?

Present: The
Warden, Councillors Outhit, Gesner, Whit-
man, Fitch, Pickup, Thomas, Porter, Healy,
Roop, Bishop, Clarke, Bath, Morse and
Buckler.

Minutes of the Annual Session read and
approved,

The Warden addressed the Council as
follows:

GENTLEMEN oF THE MunicrpaL COUNCIL:

Allow me to welcome you to this Session
of Council, iv being the Forty fourth Session
of the Municipal Council and fourth session
of this Couucil,

Sioca our Aupual mee¥ng in January, I
sm pleased to inform you that the Committee
on Tuyders and Public property have taken
the advice of Doctor Sinclair, who so kindly
came from. Halifax last January and address-
ed this Council at our anoual meeting, upon
the general management of our County
Lunatic Asylom at Bridgetown, and pro-
vided a new Superintendent and sufficient
help to run this Asylam as it should be run
for the benefit of the unfortnpate class of
patients kept in an institution of this kind;
and from what I have seen and learned the
committee are accomplishing more than they
anticipated. I hope you will all join with
me in tendering them congratulations, No
doubt they will lay before us their doings
and show up in detail the benefit this change
will bring aboat.

I call your attention to the reports from
Dr. Sinclair to the Provincial Government
re our County Asylum and County Alms
House management, and from the report on
Alms House be has stated the housekeeping
is excellent, the beds and bedding, food and
clothing are all good.

Now the reappointment of Mr. and Mre.
Lowe to the supervision of the Alms House
and the new management of the County
Asylum should give general satisfaction.

It is a fact there are some inmates in the
County Alms House, that should be trans-
ferred to the County Asylum. The County
Asylum was built for the purpose of hav-
ing the two classes of paupers—sane and
insane—kept apart, and not allow the
insane paupers to mingle and be supported
together with the sane paupers. I would
ask the committee to have
made, taking the advice of the Doctor in
charge as to who should be removed to the
Asylum,

I cannot discover why, with an Asylum |

erected for the purpose of caring for the In-
sane, situated within a few hundred yards of
this building, there should be retained here
no less than nine persons who are mentally
affected. Surely there is no reason why this
should be, and many excellent ones why it
should not be the case.
