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ready noted, that the spread of consumption is
largely due to the circumstances that the sputum
of consumptive patients, which always contains
tubercle bacilli, floats about in the air after being
dried and pulverized, and is inhaled by healthy
people  The president of police has therefore
ondered that all consumptive patients in hospitals
and elsewhere shall be kept isolated and ‘or-
bidden to expectorate on the floor or into their
handherchiefs, but only into vessels partly filled
with water 5 that the sputa shall be removed in
a wet condition ; and that their clothes and
linen shall be thoroughly boiled and disinfected.

IN CHINA, ADELE M. FIELDE states, in the
Popular Science Monthly for July, food aver-
ages little more than a dollar a month for cach
member of a farmer’s family.  One who buy’s,
cooks, and eats his meals alone, spends from
one and a half to two dollars a month upon the
raw material and fyel.  Two pounds of rice,
costing three and a half cents, with relishes of
alt fish, pickied cabbage, cheap vegetables and
fruits, costing a cent and a hali, is th: ordinary
allowance t2 each laborer for cach day.  Aber-
nethy’s advice to a luxurious patient, *¢ Live on
sixpence 2 day and carn it,” is followed by
nearly every Chinaman. One or two depend-
ent relatives frequently share the sixpence.
