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This pen is the result of experiments extending over a period of a quarter of a
century, and is the only simple, common-sense principle ever employed in fountain
pens. It is a regular 14-kt. gold pen, fitted to a fountain holder of vulcanized rubber,
and on each side of the pen is a feeding shaft of hard rubber, one of which cenducts
the ink from the fount to the nibs of the pen, while the other conducts air to the
fount to supply the vacnum caused by the exhaustion of ink, thus forming 1 DOUBLE
FEED, one for the exit of ink, the other for the entrance of air. Tt is the simplest,
cleanest, readiest and most easily managed of all the fountain pens.
