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ROMAN CATHOLIC S8QUABBLES IN
QUEBEC.

There is o fierce contest still going
on among the Roman Catholie journ-
als of Lower Canada, in reference to
the extreme ultramontane views
preached by a certain portion of the
priests, and defended by what claims
to be by way of excellence the Cath-
olicpress. The occasion of the golden
wedding of the Bishop of Montreai
has given additional ficreeness to the
controversy, Ali our readers may
not be awaro that this is the name
for the Bishop’s jubilee as a priest,
He has been fifty years, we suppose,
married to the church. The occasion
of this controversial outburst has been
the sermon preached in Notre Dame
Cathedral, Montreal, by Father Braiin,
a prominent member of the Society
of Jesus. The offensive manner in
which the priest proclaimed the su-
premacy of the church over the state,
was Jooked upon ag a direct insult to
the majority of the Bishops and espe-
cially to the Metropolitan, who is
moderate in his views, and has been
resented  with much vehemence by
the great majority of French news-
papers. -

Father Bradin's way of putting
things may be very disagrecable to
moderate men who do not wish to
give Protestants any occasion for
pointinug out theunchanging arrogance
and intolerance of their chureh, but
after all it cannot but be acknowledg-
ed to bhe most consistent, and most
in accordanee with the teachings of
the infallible successor of Peter

As aspecimenof the bitterness, and
independence with which somc of the
so called Catholic journals write, we
give the following extract from the
Quebee Journal, the organ of M.
Cauchon :—

you and your bishop have doctrinal
reasons for opposing the majority of
the churches leaders ?  This they re-
peat in their conversations on railways
aml in public places. ¢ Why should
we not be divided? Are not our
bishops divided as well 2

A good deal moro of similar strong
writing might be quoted. We
bave given sufficient to show that
matters are carried to a great length
in that chureh, which boasts of the
unity and brotherly kindness prevail-
i g mnong all its raembers.

Let us just quote another passago
in which the account of the sermom
given by Le Nouveaw Monde is quot-
ed and commonted on.

That every ono may see sec how
far insolence and forgetfulness of the

can go,leb us quote the following from
Le Nouveaw Monde.

“The subject agreed admirably
with the occasion, and no less with
the audience. Father Braiin had
under his eyo the chiefs of the Cana-
dianchurchmen, who, aboyeall uthers,
are bound to watch over points of doc-
trine, and for the maintenance of the
rights of the chwrch. Among his
auditors were all the clergy of the
dioceso of Montreal—Members of
Parliament—men  exercising great
influence and enjoying well merited
reputation in thelr various localitics.
Was it not imperative to make some
of these know their rights—others
their duties—all the truth.

The place was not less fitly chosen,
for if there is n pul{xit from which
Cathelic doctrine ought to be preach-
ed, assuredly it is the pulpit of Notre
Dame.”

So it seemy it is no longer the
Episcopate that rules in the Church
of Canada, but Father Braiin alone~
sharing in the infallibility of Le Nou-
veau Monde—can worthily and au-
thoritatively spenk. ¢ He had under
his eyc the chiefs of the Canadian
Church, the wmen who of all others are
bound to watch over deetrinal purity
and the preservation of the rights of
1 the Chuveh.) Accordingly, he was
I'bound, it seers, to give them lessons
"in doctrine and duty, and to instruct
! them in what they could never have
tknown without his intervention!’

"of Notre Dame, which, above all
places, had to be chosen in order to
outrage those who had so cordially
offered it, in o.der to give the fete
more room and more solemnity ! How
long shall we stand this scandal?
Don't forget that those who sow the
wind 17ap the whirlwind, and rest as-
sured, gentlemen, that one day your
scandalous proceedings will receive
L their appropriate vecompense.”

o It is n very pretty quarvel as it
stunds.  We hepe it may grow aud
gather ever-inereasing force, for we
have more hope of the French
Canadians  Dbeing  delivered  from
their spiritual  bondage by mn
uprising from within “them by
any number of nssaults from without
however vigorous and well planned,
these may be. By all means let
| Father Braiin proelaim the supremacy
of the church over the state, andits
vight to have jurisdiction over every
. department of socinl life, which it
pleases to claim  as  being under its
case. Let the Reverend Fathers of
all colours and clans sit on tho safety
valve ; while assiduously letting on
the stream. and we 1oay hopo to see
avery interesting labledse by and
bye. The French Canndicns are

UNION AMONG ENGLISH PRESBY.
TERIAL.

Un this subjeet the Loudon (Buy.)
Weelly Review, of a recent date, has
the following :—

The English Synod of the United
Presbyterinn Chureh which las just
been held was oceupied prineipatly in
discussing the subject of Union with
the English Presbyterian Choreh. Tt
was a noticeable fact that during the
whole discussion not one word was
uttered against the proposal that the
two Churches sheuld unite—the only
ditferenco of opinion Leing as to the
form the Union should take. One
party maintained that 2 Union which
involved n separation from the mothe
Church in Seotland would thus be
purchased at too dear a price, as
thereby the moral and material sup-
port rendered them would be with-
drawn ; and that it would produce o
scparation amongst the Churches in
Lngland, as sume would not break oft
the conncction with Scotland until
the Church theve wished them to do
so.  On the other hand, it was shown
that there was really no moral sup-
purt given to the Englivh scction by
the Church in Scotland, and that
they gave back to Scotland nearly as
much as they received. It was ulti-
mintely agreed to appoint u comnittee
tu ascertain on what ters the Eng-
lish Presbytorian Church would unite
with them, and to hang up the matter
for another yeav, After all, it will
depend upon the decisions come to by
the scssions and congregations, to

whom the subject will ultimately be
submitted, whether the Union will
take place at all.  The decision come
to in view of all the circumstances
may be best, and however dishearten-
ing this decision must be felt by the
carnest men in ‘both Churches whe
desireimmediato Union, we trust that
their deferred hopes will not prevent
them continuing their good work, so
that « they all may be one.”
