Hera most of the
women swity capitally, and take headers aud
reverse hieaders—ueed 1 be more explicit 1—
with admirable energy. The costume, of course,
is made an occasion for a display of taste, A
Yaokohama hat looks pretty tied under the chin
with flaming red strings; the shoes or cypu-
drilles, to gunrd tender feet against the assault
of the pebbles, will bear embrotdery or a mone-
gram ; while the costume itself admits great
variety of colour and trimming, all of which is
remarked by the assembled spectators, At Etretat
