from their hands any Bibles translaied into the
vulgar tongue, or published contiary to the sanc-
tion of the Roman Pontiffs.”

THE ProTESTANT CHURCH AT JERUSALEM.—
A letter dated Constantinople, June 19, says,—
¢ The Turkish Government has given an order
to forbid the building of the Protestant Church at
Jerusalem. The Porte had merely tolerated the
construction of that edifice, butit had never
granted a firmar authorising the establishment
of a Protestant Chuich in the Holy City.”
