Government, withoub, of courne, conceding s
single one their principles, We will especially
sopport, with tbe entire strength of our party,
bhe policy of sooial ¥aform inavgurated by the
Kaiser, With good wili on both sides, affairs
will go on with perfect smoothuses. Most jm-
portant it is that all, withoud regard to party
standpoint, should rally 8o the support of scoiety
and the Government and proteot them sgainst

their dignivy.

The roffianiem of the Presbyterian Rcvicw
a publication whose columns bhave been load.d
iately with loatheome slarders upon the char-
acter of the apostle of the Irpers, the lamented
Father Damien, is dispustiog even its own
readera. Mr, A. K. Meclasyre, Q. C.,, of
Ottawa, writes tc the Citieen of Outeawa de-
nouncing ‘‘ as an adherent of the Presbyterian
Charch'' the conduct of the Rcvicw as bigoted
and coarse, and as unworthy of a religious
body. The sditorials in the paper Mr. Mec-

MODERN MARTYRS.

Pricsts Sufforing Death in Atrica.

Oae of the whites, who accompanied Stanley,
Emin, and his party on thoir march to the
African coast, was Pero Schynse, a Catholia
missionary. The priest is & Rhinelander, &
pative of Wallhausen, near Krounznach, and &
rbutent at Traves and Bonn. Ordained in 183D,
he joined the Algerian miasioners in 1882, and
in 1885 waa fent out with a missicnary expedi-
tion to the Upper Congo, to determine suitable
sites for mission stations. He fonnded one aloog
the Bayanzi River, and in 1887 returued to
Algiers. In hia recently published book, ¢ Two
Yeara on the Congo,” he described how, on
Merch 24, I887, he met Stanley, togadher with
Tivpu Tib, st Matadi, on the Lower Copgo,
when Stanlevy war starting for Aruwing an
Liaka Alkert Nyanza, On July 17, 1888 Father
Schynse started once for 7 \nzibar, and thencs,
via Seadaui, aftera jrurney of two and a balf
moanths, reached the stasion of Kipalspala, nesr
Tabora, for which he was destined. The
threatenirg attitude of the fanatic Arabs, of
Taboera, however, made it prudent for the
missien to be withdrawn, and Yasher Schynae,
with numerous negro children who wers Leiog
educnted in the station, retired by Ujni and
Urukutna ip orfer to reach the mission of Uk-
umbi at the South of Victoria Nyanza. It would
seemn that a curioun fate thus led lum to sgainy’
meet Sianley, this time in Xast Africa, st
Usukuma.

This news about Father Schynse makes it
imely to recall bere the fact that over three
c-nturies ago Catholic miesionarios labored i
part of Africa so extenmeively explored by
Stanley, and, through Stanley’s efferts, fi rmed
a mirsion ipto the Cuvbgo Tree State. They
formed a misslou which became go important
that it was erected into » nefecture npostolic
by tha Sacred Copgregation of the I'ropaganda.
Iu 1670, however, it wes rennited to the present
perfectore of the C ngo, of which it hus ever
nince formed an integral pars. 1o was named
the Micco Miesion, apd wnn in charge of Jtalian
snd Portuguess Capuchin Fathers, whoase labors
there were extraordinarily fruitful in grace and
talvatien.  One of them alons, Father Jareph
ds Montesarcho, baptised more than 50,000
peopla.  In 1662the then prefect aportolic of the
Congo, Father Bonaventure de Sorrento, cbtain-
a decres {rom the propagands aulherizing bim
to sacend the Congo river up to Abyssioia—m
thisg he could not have thought of doing if he
wore not acquainted with the rediscovered
Stanley Pool and the Upper Cungo.

The Oapuchios had, therefors, already evan-
gelized Stanley Tool and the Valley of the
Caeai. Here, then, ia the Empire of the Grand
Micoco, mentioned by thess religiour, once
more mado known to IFurop®sns, and, no
douby, the other localitice ju this country men-
tioned by them, Concobells, Avxico, and
Fuuzepno, wil{ also be dircavered. Pigalatis,
who pablished Lioper's Narrative, in 1591,
" Ralszionns del Real me di Cungo e delle
circunvincine conteado, tralli delli ecritti
ragiona menta di Xldourdio Lopez,” Ryme 1591,
nguakn_ ab rome length of this Micoco, and says
thab bis pubjecta give grent hopes of their be-
coming (atholics, althuugh they wore canuibals
sud tha* cannabilism was consiidered an honor-
able thing amone them. This author a'ds that
a good number of them,to pleasa their King and
Princes, wonld c{fer themselves to be eaten by
them, and that it was not rare in his time to
rge persons presepd themselvew to the Micooo,
in order to beserved up as Jfocd b his table,
In deacribing the country, Pignfctta said thad
beyond the kingdem of Loango ia bhe country
of the Apsigues or Anzicos, the latter the name
of the neople—Micco being the sovereign's
title, 'Tae couniry is weparated from the king-~
dun of the C'ngo by the Liver Zaire, in thad
part wherae thera sre s multitude of islands,
woihtered alopg from the Iake dowoward—the
river forming & means of tratlio between the two
countries.

Pigafebta's narrative is confirmed by Father
Oavazzi, who relates that Father Joseph di
Montesarchio, haviog been presented to the
grand Micoco, the latter, as a proof of his good
will towsrd him, ordered a big, fot elave to be
brought in, and had the skin of his arm re-
moved to ehow the amount cf fat underneath,
sndl then gave to him to ead him. Fabher
Jaseph accepted the slave, but instead of hav-
mg him roasted healed his arm, and later oo
baptiz:d him,

A'l thess details are perfuctly in accord with
recenb discoveries. Stanley sbtates poatively
that these tribes are canoibals, The islands
mentioned above, to be found on nscending the
river, and the great river, which Father Bonn-
venture wished tosacend inorderto get to Abys-
sinis, was, bayond question, the present Congo.
Similarly, the position of the Anzico’s country
is clearly indioated to the east of the Lioango,
and porth of the Ziire, which divides the Qongo
from the Anzico's land, M. de Brezza, like
S:anley. a great explorer, afficma that where is
still & tradition extsting in the country of she
missionaries having beeo there. It iafurther to
be remarked that the narration of the Oapuch-
ins are unsnimous in proclaiming the
special sslubrity of this country ; their testi-
mony on thia point is emphatic, and is confirm-
ed by Swanley, Fertility, accordiog to this ex-
plorer, is extreme—the palm tree sotually form-
1o0g foresta.

'The Fathers of the Holy Ghost snd Immacu-
late Heart of Mary Congregation have oow
charge of the miesions in that part of Afri
ope of the number having accompapied di
Brazaon o great part of his recent explora-
tions. They bave Opened a mission atation at
Stanley Pool, which may yet becoms ove of
the most interssting fields of labor in the Congo
mission.

Ship Owners Alarmed.

Sr. Jouw, N.B., March 24, —Ship owners are
alarmed with reference to the compulsory
Liuns bill which it is said will pise at the pre-
sent tession of the Imperial Parliament, The
law is intended to apply to all Brisish versels
and the plaging of the maximum load line will
be lefy with the Foglish Board of Trade, whosa
agents will be the Lloyd's Surveyor's who, it is
feared, will diecriminate against wooden ves-
sela and eampecially against ocolonial vessels.
This discrimination is feared from the fact that
neatly all Oanadisn vescels are registered in the
Bureau Veritas, instead of Lloyd’s, Ibis claim-
ed that the law is passed will seriounsly haodicap
wooden veasels carrying coal, ivon, simbar, and.
