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A TRAGEDY BY St WALTER SCO1T.

“Few people are aware,” writes Henry
Labouchere, ““that Sir Walter Scott once
wrote a tragedy called ¢ The House of Aspen.’
The substance of the story and part of the
diction was horrowed from adramaticromance
called “The Holy Tribunal,” which tills the
sixth volume of the * Tales of Antiguity,” hy
Bert Weber. The fanous actor, John Kem-
ble, at one time was very anxious to bring
out the play at Drury Lane and promised to
appear in it with the great Mrs. Siddons.
But great objections appeared to thisproposal.
There was danger that the mainspring of the
story-—the Dbinding  engagoments formed by
the members of the Secret Tribunal--might

" not be sutficiently felt by an English andience,

to whom the nature of that singulavly mys-
terious institution wus unknown trom early
asgociation.  There was also, according to
Kemble’s experienced  opinion, too  much
blood, too much of the dire catastrophe of
“Tom Thumb’ and * Hamlet,” wheve almost all
the characters die on the stage. 1t was, be-
sides, esteemed perilous to put the parade of
the secret conclave at the mercy of the under-
lings in the cast and the scene-shifters, who,
by a ridieulons motion, gestwre, or accident,
might turn seriousuess and gravity into
farce. Sir Walter Scott willingly acquicsced
in this reasoning and never afterward made
any attempt to gain the honors of dramatic
authorship and the glory of the stage.”
A NSTRANGE STORY.
