To the Chairman and Members of the Swpecial Committee
Re “Montreal Light, Heat & Power Co.”

Gentlemen.

In conformity with your instructions I have the honor
to report that I have studied the different propositions,
embodied in the commumication of the Montreal Light,
Heat & Power Co., of August 20th, last, in answer to the
enquiries submitted to the Company by your Committee
cn Aungust the 14th, and giving the conditions and rates
under which they would supply, maintain and operate,
using the present installation and type of lamps, now in
service, the lighting of the public streets, squares, lanes,
yards, buildings and other public places in the corporate
limits of the City of Montreal as now defined or as they
may be extended through annexation, or otherwise, during
the period of the contract.

Pronosals submitted.

In event of your Committee recommending one of these
offers, it is manifestly more in the interest of the City to
accept, in preference, the first proposition. (A)—as by
calculation and basing my assumption on the present rates
and the number of lamps of each kind in iservice in the
City, St. Henry and Ste. Cunégonde, I find that this pro-
posal will effect a saving of $6,605.00 per year over the
second proposition. (B)—or in other words it would re-
quire an appropriation of $152,803.00 for the first proposi-
tion as against $159,408.00 for the second proposition for
the lighting of the streets omly.
