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(g) Sewage Treatment Syjstems for Vessels. Review of current researcli
and development of systems for the treatment of vessel sewage.

(h) Loading and Unloading of Grain and Ore. Review of pollution prob-
lems arising from these operations.

2. Consultation. Representatives of the United States Coast Guard and
Canadian Ministry of Transport together with representatives of other con-~
cerned agencies shail meet periodicaily in order to:

(a) Identify problems requiring further study;
(b) Apportion, as between Canada and the United States, responsibilitY

for various aspects of the studies;
(c) Provide continuing interchange of information with respect to ongO'

ing and proposed projects;
(d) Exchange resuits of completed projects.

3. Addîtional Studies and Results. The United States Coast Guard and
the Canadian Ministry of Transport shail inform the International Joint~
Commission of any additional subjects that are being studied and of thle
resuits of ail studies undertaken pursuant to this Annex as they becoffi'
available.
