
cab drivers cannot provide change for more than 
a $5 bill, so it is good practice to have single $1 
bills and change on hand. 

Ask the desk clerk at your hotel for informa-
tion about buses, public transit systems, or sub-
ways. The exact money in coins is required for 
such public transportation in many cities. Bus 
tickets are available only at bus company offices 
or in some stores which display identifying signs. 
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Tips in Canada are not included in hotel and 
restaurant bills. 

Tipping 
Since in Canada tips and service charges are 

not included in your hotel or restaurant bill, tips 
are normally paid directly to the person providing 
the service. An average scale for tipping would be 
25 cents per bag for baggage porters and hotel 
bellboys who carry luggage to your hotel room. 
In larger cities and better hotels it is customary to 
tip 50 cents per bag. (In motels, guests often carry 
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
